DDA’s Network Accreditation

The “Why”

* Gives the service delivery system an opportunity to
1dentify 1ts network strengths and opportunities for
improvement

* Establishes key benchmarks for measuring the quality
of the service delivery system

* Provides information for systems to make decisions
regarding operations, policies, procedures, and
services 1n order to improve the effectiveness and
efficiency of business performance and quality of life
for the people supported

Kickoff

* In April 2018, the DDA and CQL conducted a kickoff
planning meeting with people supported, family
members, provider organizations, DDA staff, regional
administration, advocacy groups, and community
members




DDA’s Network Accreditation

Kickoff

* Focused on identifying target audiences impacted by
CQL Network Accreditation, anticipating potential
challenges that could arise throughout the process,
developing key messages that need to be
communicated, and understanding the various
mediums that could be used for message delivery

* The kickoff planning meeting served as a gathering
for group discussion and discovery, forming the
foundation for the CQL Network Accreditation

What to Expect

 The CQL Basic Assurances® and Personal Outcome
Measures® (POMs) are ingrained in the policy and
practice of the service-delivery system

e CQL will work directly with DDA and members of a
Quality Improvement Organization (QIlO) in capacity-
building, quality monitoring, and quality
enhancement

What to Expect

e At the provider-level, human service organizations
will be working directly with DDA and the QIO on the
specific assessments and integration of standards

* While it is not a requirement, human service
organizations in Maryland can also pursue provider-
level CQL Accreditation, if desired
