PURPOSE OF THE HCBS WAIVER PROGRAM

The Medicaid Home and Community-Based Services (HCBS) waiver program is authorized in §1915(c) of the Social Security 
Act. The program permits a state to furnish an array of home and community-based services that assist Medicaid beneficiaries to 
live in the community and avoid institutionalization. The State has broad discretion to design its waiver program to address the 
needs of the waivers target population. Waiver services complement and/or supplement the services that are available to 
participants through the Medicaid State plan and other federal, state and local public programs as well as the supports that families 
and communities provide.

The Centers for Medicare & Medicaid Services (CMS) recognizes that the design and operational features of a waiver program 
will vary depending on the specific needs of the target population, the resources available to the state, service delivery system 
structure, state goals and objectives, and other factors. A State has the latitude to design a waiver program that is cost-effective 
and employs a variety of service delivery approaches, including participant direction of services.

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The purpose of Waiver Amendment includes: 
 
1. Updates and reordering language to better clarify; 
 
2. Updates to eligibility including targeted criteria for new applicants 18 years of age or older in need of residential services are 
supported in the Community Pathways Waiver. All current participants, regardless of age, will remain in their current Waiver 
program.  This new eligibility criteria will only apply to new applicants as of the effective date for the Waiver amendment; 
 
3. Updates to the transition strategy for the new Long-Term Services and Supports (LTSS) fee-for-service billing; 
 
4. Updates to services including: 
a. Consolidating standalone nursing support services under one service title of Nursing Support Services; 
b. Adding virtual supports as a service delivery option; and 
c. Supporting participants in an acute care hospital when necessary supports (including communication and intensive personal 
care) are not available in that setting, or when the individual requires those services for communication and behavioral 
stabilization, and such services are not covered in such settings; 
 
5. Updates to the self-directed service delivery model; 
 
6. Updates to billing units including: 
a. Changing all hourly service units to 15 minute units; 
b. Changing the monthly unit for Live-In Caregiver Supports, Support Broker Services, and Employment Services - Co-Worker 
Employment Supports to an Upper Pay Limit; and 
 
7. Update language to reflect final rates, cost components, and geographical differential. 
 
Rather, this 
Amendment is to change the existing authority, such that, when Appendix K is no longer in effect, this Amendment will apply.

2. Brief Waiver Description

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The Community Pathways Waiver is designed to provide integrated support services to participants and their families, which 
enable participants to work toward self-determination, independence, productivity, integration, and inclusion in all facets of 
community life across their lifespans.  It supports participants and their families as they focus on life experiences that point the 
trajectory toward a good quality of life across the participant’s lifespan. Services can support integrated life domains that are 
important to a good quality of life for the participant, including daily life, safety and security, community living, healthy 
lifestyle, social and spirituality, and citizenship and advocacy.  These services will build on each participant’s current support 
structures to work toward individually defined life outcomes, which focus on developing the participant’s abilities for self-
determination, community living, socialization, and economic self-sufficiency.  The intent of services and supports are to 
maintain, acquire and increase individuals’ independence and reduce their level of services needed. 
 
As an Employment First State, Meaningful Day and Employment services are predicated on the belief that all individuals with 
developmental disabilities can work when given the opportunity, training, and supports that build on an individual's strengths. 
Employment is the first service considered, but not the only choice. 
 
Waiver Organizational Structure: 
 
The Maryland Department of Health (MDH) is the single state agency ultimately responsible for administering Maryland’s 
Medical Assistance Program.  MDH’s Office of Long Term Services and Supports (OLTSS) is responsible for ensuring 
compliance with federal and state laws and regulations in the operation and administration of this and other Waiver programs. 
MDH’s Developmental Disabilities Administration (DDA) is the operating state agency administering this Waiver program and 
providing funds for community-based services and supports for eligible individuals with developmental disabilities in the State 
of Maryland.  The DDA has a Headquarters (HQ) and four Regional Offices (RO) across the State: Central, Eastern, Southern, 
and Western. 
 
The DDA utilizes various agents, licensed providers, and contractors to support administrative tasks, operations, and direct 
service delivery.  Medicaid State Plan’s targeted case management (TCM) services are provided by certified Coordination of 
Community Services provider organizations.  The MDH’s Office of Health Care Quality (OHCQ) performs licensing, surveys, 
and incident investigations of many of the DDA’s  licensed home- and community-based services providers. MDH’s Office of 
Inspector General investigates allegations of overpayment or fraud. 
 
Participants will receive case management services, provided by DDA-certified  Coordination of Community Services provider 
organizations, through the Medicaid State Plan Targeted Case Management (TCM) authority.  Each Coordinator of Community 
Services (CCS) assists participants in developing a Person-Centered Plan, which identifies individual health and safety needs and 
supports that can meet those needs.   The CCS is also responsible for conducting monitoring and follow-up to assess the quality 
of service implementation. 
 
Services are delivered under either the Self-Directed Services or Traditional Service Delivery Models provided by qualified 
providers (such as individuals, community-based service provider organizations, vendors and other entities) throughout the State. 
Services are provided, based on each participant’s Person-Centered Plan, to enhance the participant's and their family’s quality of 
life as identified by the participant and their person-centered planning team through the person-centered planning process. 
 
Services are provided by individuals or provider organizations (i.e., private entities) that meet applicable requirements set forth 
in Appendix C prior to rendering services. Generally, for Traditional Services delivery model, individuals and provider 
organizations are licensed or certified by MDH; for the Self-Directed Services delivery model, the individual or provider 
organization must be confirmed by the Fiscal Management Services provider as meeting applicable requirements. Providers 
offering career exploration facility-based supports, day habilitation, licensed respite, community living - group home, and 
community living - enhanced supports waiver services must meet provider qualifications and have their provider owned and/or 
operated sites licensed. Services provided in the community or the person’s own home such as employment services, personal 
supports, respite, and assistive technology and services must meet provider qualifications to be certified by the DDA. Fiscal 
Management Services (FMS) and Support Broker services are also provided for individuals that use the self-directed service 
delivery option.  This organizational structure provides a coordinated community-based service delivery system so that 
participants receive appropriate services oriented toward the goal of full integration into their community.

The state assures that prevocational, educational, or supported employment services, or a 
combination of these services, if provided as habilitation services under the waiver are: (1) not otherwise available to the 
individual through a local educational agency under the Individuals with Disabilities Education Act (IDEA) or the 
Rehabilitation Act of 1973; and, (2) furnished as part of expanded habilitation services.

Services for Individuals with Chronic Mental Illness. The state assures that federal financial participation (FFP) will 
not be claimed in expenditures for waiver services including, but not limited to, day treatment or partial hospitalization, 
psychosocial rehabilitation services, and clinic services provided as home and community-based services to individuals 
with chronic mental illnesses if these individuals, in the absence of a waiver, would be placed in an IMD and are: (1) age 
22 to 64; (2) age 65 and older and the state has not included the optional Medicaid benefit cited in 42 CFR §440.140; or 
(3) age 21 and under and the state has not included the optional Medicaid benefit cited in 42 CFR § 440.160.

Service Plan. In accordance with 42 CFR §441.301(b)(1)(i), a participant-centered service plan (of care) is developed for 
each participant employing the procedures specified in Appendix D. All waiver services are furnished pursuant to the 
service plan. The service plan describes: (a) the waiver services that are furnished to the participant, their projected 
frequency and the type of provider that furnishes each service and (b) the other services (regardless of funding source, 
including state plan services) and informal supports that complement waiver services in meeting the needs of the 
participant. The service plan is subject to the approval of the Medicaid agency. Federal financial participation (FFP) is not 
claimed for waiver services furnished prior to the development of the service plan or for services that are not included in 
the service plan.

Inpatients. In accordance with 42 CFR §441.301(b)(1)(ii), waiver services are not furnished to individuals who are in-
patients of a hospital, nursing facility or ICF/IID.

Room and Board. In accordance with 42 CFR §441.310(a)(2), FFP is not claimed for the cost of room and board except 
when: (a) provided as part of respite services in a facility approved by the state that is not a private residence or (b) 
claimed as a portion of the rent and food that may be reasonably attributed to an unrelated caregiver who resides in the 
same household as the participant, as provided in Appendix I.

C. 

Access to Services. The state does not limit or restrict participant access to waiver services except as provided in 
Appendix C.

D. 

Free Choice of Provider. In accordance with 42 CFR §431.151, a participant may select any willing and qualified 
provider to furnish waiver services included in the service plan unless the state has received approval to limit the number 
of providers under the provisions of §1915(b) or another provision of the Act.

E. 

FFP Limitation. In accordance with 42 CFR §433 Subpart D, FFP is not claimed for services when another third-party 
(e.g., another third party health insurer or other federal or state program) is legally liable and responsible for the provision 
and payment of the service. FFP also may not be claimed for services that are available without charge, or as free care to 
the community. Services will not be considered to be without charge, or free care, when (1) the provider establishes a fee 
schedule for each service available and (2) collects insurance information from all those served (Medicaid, and non-
Medicaid), and bills other legally liable third party insurers. Alternatively, if a provider certifies that a particular legally 
liable third party insurer does not pay for the service(s), the provider may not generate further bills for that insurer for that 
annual period.

F. 

Fair Hearing: The state provides the opportunity to request a Fair Hearing under 42 CFR §431 Subpart E, to individuals: 
(a) who are not given the choice of home and community-based waiver services as an alternative to institutional level of 
care specified for this waiver; (b) who are denied the service(s) of their choice or the provider(s) of their choice; or (c) 
whose services are denied, suspended, reduced or terminated. Appendix F specifies the state's procedures to provide

individuals the opportunity to request a Fair Hearing, including providing notice of action as required in 42 CFR §431.210.

Quality Improvement. The state operates a formal, comprehensive system to ensure that the waiver meets the assurances 
and other requirements contained in this application. Through an ongoing process of discovery, remediation and 
improvement, the state assures the health and welfare of participants by monitoring: (a) level of care determinations; (b) 
individual plans and services delivery; (c) provider qualifications; (d) participant health and welfare; (e) financial oversight 
and (f) administrative oversight of the waiver. The state further assures that all problems identified through its discovery 
processes are addressed in an appropriate and timely manner, consistent with the severity and nature of the problem. 
During the period that the waiver is in effect, the state will implement the Quality Improvement Strategy specified in 
Appendix H.

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The DDA partners with people in services, self-advocates, family members, service providers, advocacy organizations, 
and subject matter experts to enhance services and supports for Marylanders with developmental disabilities. This 
partnership includes working with various groups related to employment, self-direction, supporting families, person-
centered planning, coordination of services, supporting children, training, system platforms, and rates. 
 
The DDA also shares information and overview of this Waiver program, including its requirements and services, for 
these various groups.  These events provide opportunities to obtain additional information, input, and recommendations 
from participants that can influence services offered by this Waiver program and applicable policies and procedures. 
 
The DDA recognizes and appreciates the diversity of input it receives from its stakeholders.  The DDA carefully 
considered input and recommendations from people with developmental disabilities and various stakeholders for changes 
to our services, processes, and policies.  This amendment is a result of input and recommendations the DDA received 
from stakeholders.

     Waiver Amendment Overview 
 
The DDA conducted a webinar on September 3, 2020 to share an overview of the proposed amendment. The webinar will 
be recorded and posted to the dedicated amendment page. 
 
The Maryland Urban Indian Organization (UIO) was notified on August 17, 2020. 
 
Request for public input was also posted in the Maryland Register (Issue Date: August 28, 2020), which is available 
electronically or in hard copies as well as in different languages and formats to ensure accessibility statewide at the local 
health departments, DDA Headquarter Office and DDA Regional Offices. 
 
The official public comments period was held from September 1, 2020 through September 30, 2020. Public comments 
were submitted to wfb.dda@maryland.gov or mailed to DDA Federal Programs at 201 West Preston Street, 4th Floor, 
Baltimore MD 21201. To support the stakeholder input process and minimize public burden, comments for all three 
waivers were submitted together under one response. In total, 71 unduplicated individuals, families, providers, and 
advocacy agencies submitted input for the three DDA Waiver Amendments.  Below is a summary of the specific 
recommendations from the public and responses.

The DDA accepted a recommendation to edit the sentence in the Brief Waiver Description to reflect the purpose/intent of 
HCBS services is to maintain and acquire, as possible, independence and skills. 
 
      Appendix A 
 
The DDA accepted recommendations for Appendix A to add language regarding legacy services and rates during the 
transition period, and include how children who need residential services will be supported in the CPW.  The DDA 
clarified that the CPW supports people of all ages and will continue to do so. Case management language is related to 
person-centered planning, not service scope. 
 
     Appendix B 
 
The DDA accepted recommendations for Appendix B to provide eligibility fact sheets, revise language related to an 
individual being maintained in the community, and change “licensed” to “certified”.  Recommendations related to 
increasing reserved capacity,  removing age limitations and technical eligibility criteria for waivers, disenrolled 
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participants being able to apply within the waiver year, restoring language associated with State Funded conversion 
reserved capacity, and having eligibility assessment tools and trained professionals and CCSs involved in eligibility 
determinations, were not accepted. Reserved capacity was adjusted to account for projected utilization. Each waiver 
supports a targeted group. Disenrollment is addressed in technical eligibility.  Criteria, assessment tools, and trained 
professionals are used to determine waiver eligibility.   Recommendation to add language around re-enrolling in the 
waiver was not accepted. Such persons would be considered unduplicated participants. Recommendation to add “as 
appropriate” to considering natural supports was not accepted as it was not necessary.  The DDA clarified that DHS 
Foster Kids Age out reserved capacity was included in Amendment # 1, interpretation services are included in the waiver, 
DDA staff is available to provide technical assistance, LOC is included in LTSSMaryland, Current Request language 
relates to DDA Waiting List priority categories including TYs, TYs include individuals transitioning from educational 
services and meet COMAR 10.22.12.07b(4), and the definitions of reserved capacity and priority categories.  The DDA 
explained policies around reserved capacity will be shared via PolicyStat, 183 days is the average for six months, the 
State can request an increase in reserved capacity, and that individuals can only be in one Medicaid Waiver program at a 
time.

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As further described in Section II of this Appendix A, this amendment of the this Waiver program includes: (1) updates to 
eligibility; (2) updates to the transition strategy for the new Long-Term Services and Supports (LTSSMaryland) fee-for-service 
billing; and (3) consolidating all standalone nursing support services under the new name of Nursing Support Services therefore 
removing Nurse Consultation and Nurse Health Case Management standalone support services. 
 
TRANSITION PLANS 
 
1. ELIGIBILITY 
 
Maryland offers three Waivers specifically for individuals with developmental disabilities administered by the DDA including 
the Family Supports, Community Supports, and Community Pathways Waivers.  To assure the participant’s health and welfare 
and avoid an adverse impact on the participant to apply to another DDA waiver program when participants have needs that 
exceed the waiver cost cap limit, these Waivers programs’ eligibility criteria are being amended so that: 
(1) Children up to age 21 are supported with the Family Supports Waiver, 
(2) Individuals 18 years of age and older are supported in the Community Supports Waiver; and 
(3) Individuals 18 years of age or older in need of residential services are supported in the Community Pathways Waiver. 
 
All current participants, regardless of age, will remain in their current Waiver programs.  This new eligibility criteria will only 
apply to new applicants as of the effective date for the waiver amendments. 
 
2. LONG-TERM SERVICES AND SUPPORTS (LTSSMARYLAND) 
 
The planned transition to DDA’s fee-for-service payment methodology, supported by the new software system known as 
LTSSMaryland, has been delayed due to COVID-19, as reflected in the approved Appendix K. MDH’s processing of claims and 
payments for services funded by this Waiver program on a fee-for-service basis, including updated rates, units, and service 
requirements, began with a small transition group in December 2019. 
 
To continue to ensure fiscal payment strategies used within LTSSMaryland are functional, transitions will be implemented using 
small groups of providers who volunteer to transition.  This transition plan will continue to support the live testing of the new 
detailed service authorization and fee-for service billing functionality in LTSSMaryland and the Medicaid Management 
Information System (MMIS) prior to full implementing these changes. This testing is being done to reduce the risk of payment 
issues for all participants and providers. 
 
During the transition period, participants will receive a combination of new services and equivalent legacy service to ensure that 
their needs and preferences, as documented in the person-centered plan (PCP), are met. Until the DDA billing and payment 
system is fully transitioned into LTSSMaryland, the DDA will be operating in two systems: LTSSMaryland and the legacy 
Provider Consumer Information System (PCIS2). Person-centered plans will be completed and approved in LTSSMaryland, and 
services will be authorized and billed through PCIS2 until they are transitioned.  To facilitate service authorization during the 
transition period, the DDA has developed and published guidance, including a service mapping chart to match the services 
identified in the detailed service authorization in LTSSMaryland with their equivalent legacy service in PCIS2. Until the service 
transitions, the legacy service definitions and rates paid for the requested services and the overall authorized plan budget amount 
is based on rates in PCIS2. 
 
As services transition into LTSSMaryland, legacy services such as Supported Employment and Employment Discovery and 
Customization Services transitions will end and the new corresponding services (i.e., Employment Services, Job Development, 
On-Going, and Discovery) will begin. 
 
 
3. NURSING SERVICES 
 
This amendment consolidates the three nursing standalone services (i.e., Nurse Consultation, Nurse Health Case Management 
and Nurse Case Management and Delegation Services) under one service titled Nursing Support Services.  Stakeholders have 
expressed confusion as to which of the three nursing services to request.  Therefore, Nursing Support Services is being created 
which will include the current Nurse Consultation, Nurse Health Case Management, and Nurse Case Management and 
Delegation Services functions. All participants currently authorized Nurse Consultation, Nurse Health Case Management, and 
Nurse Case Management and Delegation Services will be authorized Nursing Support Services through a coordinated data patch 
in the LTSSMaryland and PCIS2 systems. Participants will receive the same type and amount of service.  The standalone 
services are basically moved under the umbrella of Nursing Support Services. Participants will have the same choice of provider. 
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To support theses transitions, the DDA will share information, guidance, and technical assistance with all stakeholders, including 
through the DDA newsletter, transmittals, and webinars.  Coordinators of Community Services (CCS) will continue to share 
information with participants and their families about changes to nursing services during quarterly monitoring, the annual 
person-centered planning process, and when new needs arise.

Appendix C 
Recommendations for Appendix C to include flexibilities under Appendix K authority, add the PCP process and assessment tool 
requirements, add “including skilled nursing facility” to references of short term institutional stay, and revise exhausting services 
language, were accepted.  The DDA did not accept recommendations to remove the in person service requirement for remote 
services, use HRST score of 3 or above as threshold for enhanced Personal Supports, for billing to begin when the person is in 
the transportation vehicle, to fund nutrition services as a professional service for those in residential services, to fund housing, 
food, furnishings and supplies for individuals in residential services, to create a day service that includes a range of options 
during the day, and to consider the Personal Supports shift habilitative if one or more habilitative interventions occur as part of 
overnight hours. Direct supports can include a combination of both in-person direct supports and remote/telehealth direct 
support.   Remote/telehealth supports may not be used to isolate people from their community or interacting with others. Criteria 
for enhanced services are outlined in the application. Transportation is included in the Meaningful Day rates.  Participants’ 
primary care physicians should be contacted with any assessed need for nutrition services. All mentioned activities can be 
supported in Day Habilitation.  Overnight supports are available under residential services. Recommendations to keep Nursing 
Support Services as a stand-alone service for participants in Meaningful Day services, to include language that allows for 
appropriate alternatives to the list, to relocate language related to direct contact definition, to allow children under 19 into 
residential care, and to add FMS as a waiver service were not accepted. Nursing Support Services are included in Meaningful 
Day rates. The list of examples is supposed to be exhaustive and anything not fitting those examples is not covered by the 
service. Direct contact definition is within the context of information noted. Residential services are designed to support adults; 
other programs provide appropriate residential services for children.  FMS will continue to be an administrative service. Service 
utilization is monitored so adjustments can be made, if necessary.  Recommendations to restore ability to hire individuals with 
required certifications, and the list of circumstances that legally responsible persons can provide services be mutually exclusive 
were not accepted.  Provider requirements must be met to provide waiver services. Circumstances that a legally responsible 
person can provide services are listed in the application. 
The DDA clarified further guidance will be provided regarding written agreements, transportation is included in the rate of 
meaningful day services (excluding Follow Along Supports), residential services, Participant Education Training and Advocacy 
Supports, and Personal Supports, assessed need is based on PCP recommendations and supporting documentation, dedicated 
hours can be requested if shared hours do not meet the participant’s needs, Meaningful Day services meet the needs of a wide 
variety of people in a manner that is flexible and provides choices for service within a day, and the terms acquire, maintain or 
improve skills, learn develop and maintain are included in service descriptions. The DDA clarified providers must arrange or 
provide transportation using the least costly mode of transportation, SD participants can establish their own payment rates for 
services, based on traditional rates, Nursing Support Services are a part of the Meaningful Day rates, billing guidance has been 
issued, and remote supports will be an option under specific waiver services once Amendment # 3 is approved. 
 
Assistive Technology and Services 
The DDA accepted recommendations to change language related to the most cost effective options for items under $1,000 and 
add “by the waiver participant” to Service Requirement A for Assistive Technology and Services.  The DDA did not accept 
recommendations that documentation of estimates was attempted instead of requiring three estimates, to cover smartphones, 
initial costs, monthly services, and internet connections, to allow for a more expansive list of items for blind/low vision 
applications and communication needs, to remove provider application requirements for AT providers, to remove language 
limiting services, and to remove exclusion of wheelchairs, architectural modifications, adaptive driving, vehicle modifications 
and devices requiring a prescription. Three estimates are required for AT requests over $1,000. For AT requests under $1,000, 
the most cost effective item that meets the participant’s need should be explored. The waiver does not cover smartphones or 
associated monthly costs. There are many other resources available to access smartphones. AT includes various software 
applications including those for speech/screen reading. Private vendors must complete a DDA provider application. Individuals 
hired through a DDA agency do not need to complete an application. To ensure qualified providers, this service has budget 
authority only. Language describing AT services clearly defines service. Waiver services cannot duplicate other programs or 
services, therefore wheelchairs and other exclusion items were not removed.  Recommendations to include other technology 
conditions to avoid upfront expenses, to remove language around requesting an AT needs assessment, and to clarify and change 
language related to AT assessor credentialing requirements were not accepted. AT is funded by Medicaid; participants do not 
share in the costs. Current language indicates which credentials are needed to provide the service. The DDA clarified if a 
requested item is covered by another program but does not meet the participant’s need or funding is not available, it may be 
covered under the waiver. If the requested item is covered by another waiver service or Medicaid program, then it would be 
covered under that service or program. The DDA clarified remote support devices are noted in the service, AT assessments have 
been a component of this service, tablets and communication devices are noted in the application, and a device or item that is not 
the least expensive option may be selected for inclusion on the PCP if there is an explanation of why the chosen option is the 
most cost effective. 
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Behavioral Support Services 
Recommendations to provide guidance regarding assessments, and examples of provider exceptions for Behavioral Support 
Services were accepted. The DDA did not accept recommendations to allow BSS under respite, include clinical support and 
online services to BSIS and Behavioral Consultations, and SD vendors only be licensed by the State. The DDA contracts with 
independent community organizations for behavioral respite services, and ensures providers are qualified by only allowing 
budget authority. The DDA clarified BSIS is a time-limited service to provide direct assistance and modeling to caregivers, staff, 
and family. The DDA clarified that Behavioral Consultation scope is outlined in the application, DDA providers must complete a 
DDA provider application, BSS providers must meet the qualifications outlined in the waiver, and BBS providers must have a 
minimum of five (5) years demonstrated experience and capacity providing quality similar  services. 
Career Exploration 
The DDA did not accept a recommendation to allow all participants to utilize Career Exploration, regardless of the service start 
date. This is a time-limited pre-vocational service. 
 
Community Development Services (CDS) 
The DDA accepted recommendations for CDS to clarify parameters for services being entirely remote, to add time-limited paid 
or volunteer internships, and to add language for informed decisions related to in person or remote supports. The DDA did not 
accept recommendations to remove IADLs from language related to personal care assistance, add counseling benefits, make 
nursing cost should be stand alone, add language “unless approved by the DDA” to age requirements, remove hour limitations to 
service, change “socially acceptable behavior” language, and re-examining the 8 hour per day cap.  Personal care assistance 
includes supports with performing ADLs and IADLs.  Certified benefits counseling is available through Vocational 
Rehabilitation. Nursing Support Services are part of the rate for meaningful day services. Meaningful day services can be 
authorized for up to 40 hours a week. This service provides skills related to engaging in community based activities. The daily 
limit of 8 hours is not intended to limit activities. Recommendations to allow separate billing for transportation,  remove 
language about personal care services not compromising entirety of the service,  replace “short term” with “non-permanent”, 
amend language about live, real time video connection for remote supports, and to remove language related to ensuring safety 
concerns during remote supports were not accepted. Time spent traveling to/from a location for the service to occur, is not 
billable, but travel within the service is. Language regarding personal care services ensures there is no service duplication. “Short 
term” language will remain consistent with Appendix K guidance. Real time audio visual video connection is a part of remote 
supports.   Phones and telehealth technology cannot be used to assess medical emergencies. The DDA did not accept 
recommendations to delete language related to remote supports costs, and allow CDS in the participant's home. Medicaid does 
not cover internet costs. This service is provided in the community. 
The DDA clarified institutional settings per CMS guidance, DSPs may provide service in an acute care hospital or during a 
short-term institutional stay to offer personal, behavioral and communication supports, remote supports is available to self-
directing participants, and this service may be provided in groups of 4 or less except in time-limited internships. Staffing levels 
of 1:1 or 2:1 are authorized based on assessed need.  The DDA explained nursing support services is included in the rate, 
meaningful day services will be billed at a daily rate until DDA transitions into new service rates, CDS can occur any day of the 
week, a person can only receive one meaningful day service per day until new rates begin, and the time-limit for returning home 
is based on the person’s assessed needs. The DDA clarified guidance related to service authorization until transition into 
LTSSMaryland has been published, safeguards should be in place when a legally responsible person provides services, and other 
programs and services must be explored before accessing DDA funds for this service.  It was clarified that CDS includes support 
services that enable the participant to learn, develop and maintain community integration skills and volunteer. 
 
Community Living--Enhanced Supports 
Recommendations for Community Living--Enhanced Supports to amend residential retainer fee language and replace “least 
restrictive environment” to “most integrated environment” were accepted.  The DDA  did not accept recommendations to add a 
behavior plan and HRST score of 4 or more to criteria, to remove HRST language around additional nurse delegation, include 
option for participants to share a room, allow relatives to be paid for this service, to increase the trial experience to a max of 30 
days, and to allow for budget authority under self-direction.  This service’s criteria include participants with critical needs, court 
order, severe behaviors, extensive needs, and the most integrated setting to meet needs. The HRST is updated when there is a 
change in health status and supports the need for additional delegation services. The goal of this service is to support participants 
exhibiting challenging behaviors or have court orders until they can transition to a more integrated environment. Relatives cannot 
be paid for this service.  Trial experiences are meant to be temporary and can be provided for 7 days max. This service is 
provided in a provider owned and operated site; it cannot be offered under self-direction. The DDA clarified this service includes 
2:1 supports, is not under self-direction, provides supports to people who are court ordered or have challenging behaviors, may 
be provided in an acute care hospital or during a short-term institutional stay for personal, behavioral and communication 
supports not otherwise provided in that setting, is for participants whose critical support cannot be met in residential or in-home 
services, and is supportive of provider business models. The DDA clarified Maryland Medicaid State Plan nursing facility “bed-
hold” days are limited to 18 days,  and PCP training includes needs, and goals necessary to provide appropriate supports specific 
to the individuals they serve. 
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Community Living--Group Homes 
The DDA accepted recommendations to add friend visits to retainer payment reasons, sharing rooms, provide billing guidance, 
and language related to appropriate assessments tools during the planning process for Community Living--Group Homes. 
Recommendations to increase retainer days to 30, remove or revise the 24/7 provider requirement for emergencies, account for 
agencies with large capacities, and to allow budget authority were not accepted. Retainer days cannot exceed Maryland Medicaid 
State plan’s 18 “bed-hold” days. The requirement is to ensure services are available to meet needs. The DDA can approve 
residences with more than 4 participants. This service is provided in a provider owned and operated site and is not under self-
direction. The DDA clarified DSP services can be provided in acute care hospital or short-term institutional stay to support 
personal, behavioral and communication needs not provided in that setting, guidance will be provided regarding dedicated 
supports, new needs indicated in the HRST will support the need for additional nursing delegation, and the criminal background 
section specifies the State’s policies. 
 
Day Habilitation 
Recommendation to amend Day Habilitation language for remote services related to live, audio-visual connection unless its not 
in the person’s choice was not accepted. Remote services include a live, real-time audio-visual connection. The DDA clarified 
Project Search is a time-limited employment preparation internship program, unpaid and paid internships outside of Project 
Search are included in the service, people with 1:1 or 2:1 staffing can participate in small or large groups, and in person services 
can be provided by the DSP in an acute care hospital or during a short-term institutional stay. 
 
Employment Discovery and Customization 
The DDA did not accept recommendations to allow parents, legal guardians, and legally responsible persons to provide 
Employment Discovery and Customization under self-direction. This service includes budget authority only to ensure provider 
qualifications. The DDA clarified the service will end June 30, 2022 to support LTSSMaryland transition. 
 
Employment Services 
The DDA accepted a recommendation to add informed decision-making requirements for remote supports for Employment 
Services.  Recommendations to split the job development milestone into two payments, make Follow Along Supports an hourly 
service, establish an alternative to CIE, to remove job development limitations, and for legal guardians and legally responsible 
adults to perform this service under self-direction were not accepted. Job Development will remain an hourly service at this time 
to allow for stakeholder input.  The DDA will continue to seek stakeholder input regarding future value based payments. This 
service is designed to support competitive integrated outcomes. Job development may be authorized for 8 hours per day and 40 
hours per week. This service has budget authority only to ensure qualified providers. 
The DDA clarified legal guardians and legally responsible persons of a participant cannot be paid to provide this service, it 
continues to seek stakeholder input to develop payment models to incentivize Employment First philosophy, job development 
can be authorized for someone interested in a new or second job, employment certification is outlined in the DDA Meaningful 
Day Training Policy, and the job development rates includes training, study and exam time. The DDA clarified December 1, 
2019 was to accommodate the new employment services in the pilot group, training costs are included in the rates, transportation 
is included in the rate and can be authorized as a standalone for Follow Along Supports, and initial authorization should not 
exceed 90 hours and a total of 180 up to twice a year.  Additional hours can be authorized with documentation to show need. 
 
Environmental Assessment 
The DDA accepted a recommendation for Environmental Assessment to add language regarding service limitations. 
 
Environmental Modifications 
The DDA accepted recommendations to restore language regarding service approval without bids and workman’s compensation 
to Environmental Modifications. A recommendation to remove or edit language about participants staying in the primary 
residence was not accepted. The intent is to ensure that the participant will stay in the residence where the modification is done 
for at least one year. The DDA clarified this service is available in Supported Living. 
 
Family Caregiver Training and Empowerment 
The DDA made clarifications for Family Caregiver Training and Empowerment. This service is only offered for a family 
caregiver who is providing unpaid support, companionship, or supervision.  Information about this service can be found on page 
183 of the CMS technical guide. 
 
Family and Peer Mentoring Supports 
The DDA clarified that a caregiver who is not a family member cannot utilize Family and Peer Mentoring Supports. 
 
Housing Supports Services 
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Recommendations to include rental assistance and bill paying in Housing Supports Service were not accepted. Medicaid 
programs do not cover housing costs. This service supports identifying and navigating housing opportunities and barriers, and 
securing and retaining a home. 
 
Individual and Family Directed Goods and Services 
The DDA did not accept recommendations to remove references to budget savings, allow savings identified at the beginning of 
the year to be used, expand allowed therapies, and eliminate list and expand service. Goods and services must be purchased from 
savings within the budget without compromising health and safety. This service utilizes savings from the budget which accrues 
over time. CMS advised suggested therapies could not be covered under this service. Medicaid does not pay for internet and 
activity costs. Services that are diversional/recreational in nature fall outside the scope of §1915(c).  The DDA clarified the 
service decreases the need for Medicaid services, increases community integration, safety or family support. Family are parents 
and legally responsible persons. Fitness memberships, music activities, and horseback riding are included; other therapies are 
not, per CMS guidance. The DDA will develop additional guidance related to other goods and services. 
 
Live-in Caregiver Supports 
The DDA did not accept a recommendation to allow Live-in Caregiver Supports in Supported Living; the service pays the 
additional cost of rent and food for an unrelated live-in caregiver. 
 
Medical Day Care 
A recommendation to include Medical Day Care under self-direction was not accepted, as it is provided in provider owned and 
operated sites. 
 
Nursing Support Services 
Recommendations to change the service name to Nursing Support Services and remove language related to needed but 
insignificant support and service ineligibility was accepted.  The DDA clarified this service is a part of meaningful day and 
residential services, and a standalone to support self-direction, and personal support. Delegation is part of meaningful day 
services, but if additional services are needed, they can be authorized by DDA. 
 
Participant Education, Training  and Advocacy Supports 
The DDA did not accept a recommendation to add “opportunities” to the service definition, as it was broad and could cause 
misinterpretation. The DDA clarified the service does not cover tuition, but encourages scholarships and financial aid 
opportunities. It will monitor service utilization related to 10 hour and $500 limitations, and training would include developing 
self- advocacy skills and exercising civil rights. 
 
Personal Supports Services 
The DDA accepted recommendations to replace “extraordinary care” with “exceptional care”, provide guidance related to 2:1 
billing, and to define drop in supports in Personal Supports Services. Recommendations to allow overnight support, remove 
habilitative service requirement, remove the 82 hour cap, add language related to maintenance or development and to include 
behavioral needs support were not accepted. This service is habilitative. Other services in the waiver include overnight support. 
If a participant needs support above the cap, it can be authorized by the DDA. Behavioral support if applicable, is included. The 
DDA clarified 1:1 and 2:1 staffing can be authorized based on assessed need, that 2:1 means 2 staff to 1 participant, rates are 
based on input from the rate group, additional guidance related to 2:1 will be given, and an HRST of 4 or higher, or an approved 
Behavioral Plan is the criteria used to authorized the enhanced rate.  The DDA clarified adding “but not limited to” does not 
allow for a clear service definition. Personal care assistance reference was revised and moved to Service Definition C and 
Service Requirement H.  Medicaid Provider Services has given guidance on billing under EVV. 
 
Remote Support Services 
The DDA clarified that trial limited direct supports for Remote Supports is available during transition, and there is no minimum 
or maximum time limit on the service. 
 
Respite Care Services 
Recommendation to make an enhanced form of Respite Care Services was not accepted.  Respite is time-limited and an 
enhanced Personal Supports rate is available. The DDA clarified a daily rate is applied at a licensed facility and the daily rate is 
used when services are provided in a participant’s home or unlicensed site. DDA training is necessary to ensure health and 
safety. 
 
Shared Living 
The DDA accepted a recommendation for Shared Living to make an exception for more than 2 people in the home, if they are 
related family members. Recommendations for the service to have budget authority and that families serve as host homes were 
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not accepted. To ensure qualified providers, this service is not available under the self-direction. Relatives, legal guardians, and 
legally responsible persons cannot be paid for this service. The DDA clarified the service includes Nursing Support Services and 
has three levels; Level 3 supports participants that require the highest level of supports.  The DDA does not administer the 
Autism Waiver. 
 
Support Broker 
Recommendations to remove or add language to exceed the service cap for Support Broker services and add language that SB 
will support participants only in areas listed in Participant/Team Agreement, were not accepted.  The DDA clarified this service 
is optional, SBs are certified when they complete DDA required training, and up to 4 hours a month can be billed for this service. 
 
Supported Living 
Recommendations to allow SD participants to hire their own staff and a relative to be paid to provide Supported Living were not 
accepted.  SD participants have budget authority and can work with the provider to hire staff, and relatives may be paid to 
provide this service.  The DDA did not accept recommendations to a Supported Living Enhanced Service, add retainer days, 
include home costs, allow the service in family members homes, and allow employer authority. Based on assessed needs, 1:1 and 
2:1 supports can be authorized.  Retainer payments are available under provider owned and operated sites to support ongoing 
costs of the home when the participant is not present. Medicaid programs do not provide funding for the cost or purchase of 
homes.  The service is designed to occur in a participant’s home. Recommendation that this service is not appropriate for SD 
participants was not accepted; they have a choice to access this service. The DDA clarified that a participant may remain in the 
home to recover from a health condition, and that personal care assistance is supports to assist a participant with performing 
activities of daily living and instrumental activities of daily living. 
 
Transition Services 
Recommendation to allow Transition Services for everyone, including those moving from a family home to a group home or 
private residence was not accepted.  Per CMS guidance, this service is not designed to pay for an individual to  move from one 
group home to another group home. 
 
Transportation 
The DDA did not accept recommendations for Transportation to delete language related to community definition, and state that 
families can be reimbursed for mileage and use of a specialized vehicle.  The service is designed to improve a participant’s 
access to their own community. The DDA clarified this service should be provided by the most cost effective mode that meets 
the participant’s needs, DDA-certified providers can provide this service, and a relative can provide this service. 
 
Appendix D 
The DDA accepted recommendations for Appendix D to add language related to the person leading the PCP process, developing 
outcomes, and available waivers. Recommendations to add language related to promoting health and Behavior plans under the 
Risk Mitigations section were accepted. The DDA did not accept recommendations to add leading person-centered planning as a 
CCS skill, add chosen providers as central members to PCP planning, remove “important for”, add language about conflict free 
case management, remove completing the Cost Detail Tool as a CCS role, add direction related to changes in the Cost Detail 
Tool, add language that PCP meetings are facilitated by CCS based participant direction, refer to HRST rater instead of CCS, 
change language related to monitoring PCP implementation, and corrective action when plans are delayed or incomplete.  The 
person leads the person-centered planning process. Participants choose who is a part of the team meeting to develop the PCP. 
“Important for” is a part of the person-centered planning approach.  Conflict free case management does not align with the intent 
of the section. Cost Detail Tool completion allows for service authorization. The DDA will support CCSs and providers to 
resolve Cost Detail Tool issues.  Language added to indicate the person directs a PCP meeting. The CCS is responsible for 
completing the HRST and monitoring PCP implementation. Corrective action plans are not included in the section of the 
application. The DDA clarified service providers do not have access to view the quarterly monitoring in LTSSMaryland, the 
“individual” and “participant” are used based on the section of the application, “assessed needs” references align with CMS 
requirements, and performance measures related to the PCP must include assessed needs. 
 
Appendix E 
The DDA accepted recommendations for Appendix E to provide guidance regarding building budgets and the Designated 
Representative form. Recommendations to add language regarding how authorized budget notices are sent,  use the SDAN 
agreement, actively promote self-direction, increase rates by COLA annually, refer to DDA Advocacy specialists as Independent 
Advocates, keep language referencing DDA, add language reflecting what Support Brokers must not do, indicate that the Cost 
Detail Tool relates to the overall budget and participants maintained budget authority, develop quality assurance to test service 
aptitude of providers, and reference person-centered planning tools were accepted. The DDA did not accept recommendations to 
provide payment to vendors for training, travel, benefits, leave or participant absences, continue COLA for SD participants, 
make Support Broker services a requirement, give SD participants choice of where their staffs’ background check done, make 
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transportation a stand-alone service, define forms associated with PCP submission, remove language decision-making capacity, 
adding assistance with budget authority to SB roles, and payments for training, travel, benefits and leave for individual staff. 
COLA is included in rates annually.  It is the participant’s choice if they want to use SB services. Background checks are 
required and completed by the FMS. Transportation is covered in some waiver services; stand-alone transportation is available 
for independent travel. SD participants or their designated representative are informed of the rights, responsibilities, and risks of 
self-directing. SBs mentor and coach SD participants. Recommendations to remove language related to SBs not making 
decisions, signing timesheets, and hiring/firing, FMS to be a waiver service, allow SD services for individuals who reside in 
other living arrangements, indicate traditional versus self-direction opportunities can be used, provide employer authority for 
EDC, Nurse Consultation and Supported Living and budget authority for Shared Living, include Support Brokers in expense 
reports, add language around moving budget line items with authorization, allow FMS to wait until the last day of the month to 
provide financial reports, replace designate representative language with participant or team agreement, and allow budget 
authority for all waiver services were not accepted. SB serve as mentors and coaches. FMS is an administrative service. SD 
opportunities are available for those who live with others under a lease.  Traditional and self-direction opportunities are 
highlighted in the application. Professional standards and training is required for services to ensure participant health and safety. 
Participants can choose if they want SB to have access to expense reports.  Plans are authorized to support provider payment. 
The waiver does not specify a day in which expense reports are due. Participants indicate their designated representative. 
Residential services are not available under self-direction. 
The DDA clarified that SD participants’ applications, PCPs, CCS monitoring forms, and case notes will be in LTSSMaryland, 
COLA is included in rates, the team is informed of right, risks and responsibilities related to self-direction, the HRST company 
gives nurses access to the participant’s HRST information, the participant must provide financial documents and maintain MD 
residency for waiver eligibility, self-direction may be terminated when a participant’s rights are being violated, and that the 
COLA is included in the Cost Detail Tool.  The DDA explained  the Self-Directed Services forms were, FMS roles and 
responsibilities are indicated in the application, Cost Detail Tool information was shared due to CMS requirements, the CCS 
shared information regarding self-direction, relatives can provide some services, and CMS directed DDA not to select 
Independence Plus designation. 
 
Appendix F 
The DDA accepted a recommendation for Appendix F to include language that appeal rights apply to service reduction and 
funding.  The DDA clarified current language includes eligibility determinations, and that time frame for appeal rights have not 
been shortened. 
 
Appendix G 
The DDA accepted a recommendation for Appendix G to replace “provider” with “provider who is providing a service at the 
time of the incident must report ...” in a sentence related to critical incident reporting. 
 
Appendix H 
The DDA accepted recommendations for Appendix H to add a step to monitor and analyze system design effectiveness, and 
update references to DDA Quality Advisory Council. The DDA clarified that data is monitored to determine impact of system 
changes and that data is defined in performance measures throughout the application. 
 
Appendix I 
The DDA accepted recommendations for Appendix I to establish an appropriate OHCDS rate, to share the brick workbook 
model with providers, to do a fiscal impact analysis, offer provider training, to replace SFP references with DSA throughout the 
application, and to take into account additional support costs in 3 person rates for Supported Living and Community Living. 
Recommendations that the BLS rate used for DSP rates should be equal to the full BLS rate for Maryland,  to not move to 15 
minute billing increments, to reconsider nursing services rate, to keep the 7.9% rate differential, review the loss of the add on for 
transportation of persons with wheelchairs, to fund vehicle purchases, and that the DSP BLS rate of $15.91 per hour be applied 
to other counties were not accepted.  The new DSP rate structure is based on rates from the state excluding geographical 
differential areas. Converting 1 hour services to a 15 minute billing increment mitigates the revenue loss for providers.  The 
nursing rate includes training requirements. The new rate is based on the BLS wage and the relationship of other costs to wage 
expenses. Rates for services that include transportation are based on information from providers’ ledgers.   State General Funds 
nor Federal Funds can be used to purchase vehicles. A geographical differential rate is being used in some areas. The DDA did 
not accept recommendations that DDA rates consider nursing home, mental health, and DORS, 86% services auditing threshold 
be monitored and modified, to increase Housing Support rates and reimburse at the same level as CCS, to change language 
regarding receipt and invoice submissions, and to include activity costs in Day Hab, CDS, Personal Supports, and Community 
Living. The rate methodology is based on submitted provider information. CMS and state expectations are that billing reflects 
services provided. Housing supports rate is based on the same classification and wage as CCS but calculated differently. Invoices 
are needed for the payment process. Medicaid does not pay for activity costs. The DDA clarified the Shared Living rates were 
developed with provider input, the standalone Nursing Support Services rate is used for CDS, acuity factor is not used for 
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Community Living, rates are published on the DDA website, the geographical differential is based on residency of the person 
receiving services, and Community Living and Shared Living rates are based on shared service hours.  The DDA clarified the 
DSP rate is based on the BLS rate of Maryland minus the geographical differential areas. 
 
Appendix J 
The DDA clarified for Appendix J that SD participants can establish their own pay based on reasonable and customary rates, 
based on DDA’s traditional rates.  Rates include things such as state BLS, employment expenses, training and transportation 
expenses. Nursing Services in WY2 were overestimated; estimates are adjusted in WYs 3-5 based on service utilization. 
Other 
The DDA accepted recommendations to revisit LTSSMaryland used in person-centered planning, make documents more 
accessible by test screen reader compatibility, remove gender specific language, and to continue to build relationships with 
stakeholders.  The DDA clarified background checks are required for Board members, legacy and traditional have different 
meanings as it relates to DDA services, and waiver amendments are approved by CMS based on federal laws and policies.

W. Nursing Supports/Nurse Case Management and Delegation Services, as applicable, can be provided during supports so long 
as it is not the primary or only service provided. The scope of the Nursing Supports/Nurse Case Management and Delegation 
Services are defined under the stand alone service in Appendix C. 
 
NOTE: To further explore value based payment models and seek stakeholder and subject matter expert input, no changes will be 
made at this. 
 
X. Virtual supports 
1. Virtual supports is an electronic method of service delivery. 
2. The purpose of virtual supports is to maintain or improve a participant’s functional abilities, enhance interactions, support 
meaningful relationships, and promote their ability to live independently, and meaningfully participate in their community. 
3. Direct support can be provided via virtual supports provided however that the virtual supports meet all of the following 
requirements: 
 
a. The virtual supports ensure the participant's rights of privacy, dignity and respect, and freedom from coercion and restraint. 
b. The virtual supports do not isolate the participant from the community or interacting with people without disabilities. 
c. The participant has other opportunities for integration in the community via the other Waiver program services the participant 
receives and are provided in community settings. 
d. The use of virtual supports to provide direct support has been agreed to by the participant and their team and is outlined in the 
Person-Centered Plan; 
i. Participants must have an informed choice between in person and virtual supports; 
ii. Virtual supports cannot be the only service delivery provision for a participant seeking the given service; and 
iii. Participants must affirmatively choose virtual service provision over in-person supports 
e. Virtual supports is not, and will not be, used for the provider's convenience. The virtual supports must be used to support a 
participant to reach identified outcomes in the participant’s Person-Centered Plan; 
f. The use of virtual supports must be documented appropriately, just like any in-person direct supports, and identify the service 
delivery method (e.g., Skype, Zoom, Facetime, telephonic, or direct care), name of staff person providing service, and start and 
end times. 
g. The virtual supports must be delivered using a live, real-time audio-visual connection that allows the staff member to both see 
and hear the participant. Text messaging and e-mailing do not constitute virtual supports and, therefore, will not be considered 
provision of direct supports under this Waiver program service. 
h. The virtual supports must comply with the requirements of the Health Insurance Portability and Accountability Act of 1996 
(HIPAA), as amended by the Health Information Technology for Economic and Clinical Health (HITECH) Act,  and their 
applicable regulations to protect the privacy and security of the participant’s protected health information. 
i. This Waiver program service may not be provided entirely via virtual supports. virtual supports may supplement in-person 
direct supports. 
j. Virtual supports, including use of phones, cannot be used to assess a participant for a medical emergency. The provider must 
develop and maintain written policies, train direct support staff on those policies, and advise participants and their person-
centered planning team regarding those policies that address: 
i. Identifying whether the participant’s needs, including health and safety, can be addressed safely via virtual supports; 
ii. Identifying individuals to intervene (such as uncompensated caregivers present in the participant’s home), and ensuring they 
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are present during provision of virtual supports in case the participant experiences an emergency during provision of virtual 
supports; and 
iii.  Processes for requesting such intervention if the participant experiences an emergency during provision of virtual supports, 
including contacting 911 if necessary. 
k. The virtual supports meets all federal and State requirements, policies, guidance, and regulations. 
4. The provider must develop, maintain, and enforce written policies, approved by the DDA, which address: 
a. How the provider will ensure the participant’s rights of privacy, dignity and respect, and freedom from coercion and restraint; 
b. How the provider will ensure the virtual supports used meets applicable information security standards; and 
c. How the provider will ensure its provision of virtual supports complies with applicable laws governing individuals’ right to 
privacy. 
 
5. Providers furnishing this Waiver program service via virtual supports must include this virtual supports as a service delivery 
method in their provider Program Service Plan, required by COMAR Title 10, Subtitle 22.  Current providers must submit an 
amendment to their current Program Service Plan to the DDA Regional Office and receive approval prior to implementing 
virtual supports outside of the Appendix K authority. 
6. The Waiver program will not fund any costs associated with the provider obtaining, installing, implementing, or using virtual 
supports, such as equipment, internet, software applications, and other related expenses. These costs, in the delivery of new 
business models, are part of the provider's operating cost 
 
 
***CONTINUED FROM APPENDIX I-2-a. Rate Determination Methods DUE TO SPACE LIMITATIONS. 
 
Day Habilitation Services-The rates for Day Habilitation 1:1 and 2:1 are based on the BLS wage data job code 21-1093 and 
include cost components ERE, Facility Program Support, Transportation, Training, and G&A. The rates for Day Habilitation 
Small and Large groups are  based on the BLS wage data job code 21-1093 and include cost components ERE, Facility, Program 
Support, Transportation  Training, and G&A as well as a service adjustment. 
 
Dedicated Supports Community Living Group Home 1:1 and 2:1, Dedicated Supports Community Living Enhanced Supports 
1:1 and 2:1 and Dedicated Supports Supported Living 1:1 and 2:1 - The hourly rates are based on BLS wage job code 21-1093 
and include the cost components ERE, Program Support, Transportation, Training and G&A. 
 
Community Development Services-The rates are based on hourly BLS wage job code 39-9021 and include ERE, Program 
Support, Training, Transportation, and G&A. The rate for Community Development Group (2-4) includes a service adjustment. 
The three tiered rates assume staff to participant ratios: 1:1, 1:4, and 2:1. 
 
Career Exploration-The rates are based on hourly BLS wage job code 39-9021 and include cost components ERE, Program 
Support, Training, Transportation, and G&A. The rate assumes staff to participant ratios of 1:6 for Large Group, 1:2 for Small 
Group, and 1:10 for Facility. 
 
Market Rate Services (WYs 1-5) 
 
Assistive Technology and Services, Environmental Modifications, Employment Services Co-Worker Employment for WYs 3-5, 
Live-In Caregiver Supports, Remote Support Services, Respite Care Camp, Transition Services, Transportation and Vehicle 
Modifications -Payments for market rate services are based on the specific needs of the participant and the piece of equipment, 
item or service, type of modifications, or service design and delivery method as documented in the PCP and associated Service 
Funding Plan or Detailed Service Authorization as applicable. For needed services identified in the team planning process that do 
not lend themselves to an hourly rate (e.g., assistive technology, environmental modifications, etc.), the estimated actual cost, 
based on the identified need (e.g., a specific piece of equipment) or historical cost data, is included in the participant's PCP and 
service authorization budget. The applicable service definitions and limitations included in this Waiver program application may 
provide additional requirements for payment of these services. The DDA Regional Office fiscal staff review provider invoices to 
ensure costs for market rate services are authorized on an individual’s PCP. The rate study established upper pay limits for these 
services, except for Assistive Technology. Assistive Technology includes various devices that are driven by market cost.  Items 
that cost more than $1,000 must be recommended by an independent evaluation of the participant’s needs.  All requests are 
reviewed and approved by the DDA Regional Offices. The payment limit and any other limiting parameters will be programmed 
into MMIS to avoid overpayment of these services.  Employment Services Co-Worker Employment rate is limited to an upper 
payment limit. The payment will only be made after DDA or FMS determines with evidence that the required activities have 
been completed as per DDA regulations and policy. 
 
Family Caregiver Training and Empowerment Services and Participant Education, Training and Advocacy Supports – These are 
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new services based on similar services provided in Arizona’s Raising Special Kids program. These services do not lend 
themselves to an hourly rate but are based on the needs of the participant with costs constrained to an upper pay limit or meeting 
a milestone. 
 
Tiered-Rate Services (applicable in LTSSMaryland) include the following using JVGA’s proposed rate structure: 
 
Community Living Group Home Services - The rates are based on hourly BLS wage job code 39-9021 and include cost 
components ERE, Program Support, Training, Transportation, and G&A as well as a service adjustment. The rates are based on 
how many individuals reside in the home (1-8) and whether overnight supervision is included. 
 
Community Living Enhanced Supports -  The rates are based on hourly BLS wage job code 39-9021 and include cost 
components ERE, Program Support, Training, Transportation, and G&A as well as a service adjustment. The rates are based on 
how many individuals reside in the home (1-4) and whether overnight supervision is included. 
 
Supported Living  - The rates are based on hourly BLS wage job code 39-9021 and include cost components ERE, Program 
Support, Training, Transportation, and G&A. The rates are based on how many individuals reside in the home (1-4) and whether 
overnight supervision is included. 
 
Shared Living Services- The three tiered rates are based on the participant’s level of need for supervision and monitoring or the 
need to mitigate behavioral risk or provide health and safety supports. Formerly a contract service, the tiered rates are based on 
historical budget amounts that include a stipend, case management, respite care and the application of 12% G&A. 
 
 
Rates for Self -Directed Services 
 
Individual and Family Directed Goods and Services and Support Broker services are available for self-direction only and are 
negotiated market rates. Self-Directed Services participants (“SDS Participants”) can also establish their own payment rates for 
approved services in their budgets as they are considered the employer; however these rates must be reasonable and customary. 
To assist SDS Participants, the DDA has developed A Guide to Reasonable and Customary Rates posted on the DDA website. 
 
Cost of Living Adjustment (COLA) 
 
Since rates were initially published, there have been ongoing rate amendments. Prior to FY2016, rates were evaluated for a Cost 
of Living Adjustment (COLA).  If a COLA was approved by the Maryland Legislature, the Maryland Department of Health’s 
Office of Budget Management determined an appropriate percentage increase based on the increases included in the approved 
budget. 
 
The Maryland General Assembly passed legislation in 2014 mandating a 3.5% COLA for certain community-based services 
providers for  all DD community based services, including Personal Supports beginning in State FY 2016 and continuing until 
State FY 2019. A 3.5% COLA was approved for FY2020. 
 
Community Pathways Waiver rates are available on the DDA website and service and rate changes are made through the 
regulatory process which includes publication in the Maryland Register and a 30-day public comment period as required by law. 
The last amendment to the rates occurred on or about July 1, 2019. The DDA will continue to review and amend rates as 
necessary based on the rate setting methodology for comparable services and based on actual costs at least every three to five 
years.

Maryland’s Medical Assistance Program. MDH’s Office of Long-Term Services and Supports (OLTSS) is the 
Medicaid unit within the SMA that oversees the Community Pathways Waiver. In this capacity, OLTSS oversees 
the performance of the Developmental Disabilities Administration (DDA), which is the Operating State Agency 
(OSA) for this Waiver program. The OLTSS serves as the point of contact with the Centers for Medicare and 
Medicaid Services (CMS), with programmatic expertise and support provided by DDA.

A. Career Exploration is time limited services to help participants learn skills to work toward competitive integrated 
employment. 
1. Teaching methods based on recognized best practices are used such as systematic instruction. 
2. Career Exploration provide the participant with opportunities to develop skills related to work in a competitive 
employment position in an integrated community environment including learning: 
a. skills for employment, such as time-management and strategies for completing work tasks; 
b. socially acceptable behavior in a work environment; 
c. effective communication in a work environment; and 
d. self-direction and problem-solving for a work task. 
 
B. Career Exploration includes: (1) Facility-Based Supports; (2) Small Group Supports; and (3) Large Group 
Supports. 
1. Facility-Based Supports are provided at a fixed site that is owned, operated, or controlled by a licensed provider or 
doing work under a contract being paid by a licensed provider. 
2. Small Group Supports are provided in groups of between two (2) and eight (8) individuals (including the 
participant) where the group completes work tasks on a contract-basis. This work must be conducted at another site 
in the community not owned, operated, or controlled by the licensed provider.  Supports models include enclaves, 
mobile work crews, and work tasks on a contract-basis.  The licensed provider is the employer of record and enters 
into the contract on behalf of the group. 
3. Large Group Supports are provided in groups of between nine (9) and sixteen (16) individuals (including the 
participant) where the group completes work tasks on a contract-basis.

C. Career Exploration services include: 
1. Direct support services that enable the participant to learn skills to work toward competitive integrated 
employment, as described in Sections A-B above;

a. They currently lives on their own and unable to care for themselves even with services and supports; 
b. They currently live on their own or with family or other unpaid caregivers and such living situation presents an 
imminent risk to their physical or mental health and safety or the health and safety of others; 
c. The participant is (i) homeless and living on the street; (ii) has no permanent place to live; or (ii) at immediate risk 
of homelessness or having no permanent place to live; 
d. The Participant currently lives with family or other unpaid caregivers and documentation exists that in-home 
services available through the other waiver services would not be sufficient to meet the needs of the participant; 
e. The participant’s family’s or unpaid caregiver’s health changes significantly where the primary caregiver is 
incapacitated and there is no other available caregiver. Examples of such significant health changes include a long-
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term illness or permanent injury; 
f. There is no family or unpaid caretaker to provide needed care;

h. With no other home or residential setting available, the participant is: (i) ready for discharge from a hospital, 
nursing facility, State Residential Center, psychiatric facility, or other institution; (ii) ready for release from 
incarceration; (iii) residing in a temporary setting such as a shelter, hotel, or hospital emergency department (iv)

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A. Behavioral Support Services are an array of services to assist participants who without such supports are 
experiencing, or are likely to experience, difficulty at home or in the community as a result of behavioral, social, or 
emotional issues.  These services seek to help understand a participant’s challenging behavior and its function is to 
develop a Behavior Plan with the primary aim of enhancing the participant’s independence and inclusion in their 
community. 
 
B. Behavioral Support Services only include: 
1. Behavioral Assessment - identifies a participant’s challenging behaviors by collecting and reviewing relevant 
data, discussing the information with the participant’s support team, and developing a Behavior Plan that best 
addresses the function of the behavior, if needed; 
2. Behavioral Consultation - services that oversee, monitor, and modify the Behavior Plan; and 
3. Brief Support Implementation Services-time limited service to provide direct assistance and modeling to families, 
staff, caregivers and any other individuals supporting the participant so they can independently implement the 
Behavior Plan. 
 
SERVICE REQUIREMENT: 
 
A. Behavioral Assessment: 
1. Is based on the principles of person-centered thinking, a comprehensive Functional Behavioral Assessment 
(FBA), and supporting data; 
2. Is performed by a qualified clinician; 
3. Requires development of specific hypotheses for the challenging behavior, a description of the challenging 
behaviors in behavioral terms, to include topography, frequency, duration, intensity/severity, and 
variability/cyclicality of the behaviors; 
4. Must be based on a collection of current specific behavioral data; and 
5. Includes the following: 
a. An onsite observation of the interactions between the participant and his/her caregiver(s) in multiple settings and 
observation of the implementation of existing programs; 
b. An environmental assessment of all primary environments; 
c. A medical assessment including a list of all medications including those specifically prescribed to modify 
challenging behaviors, the rationale for prescribing each medication, and the potential side effects of each 
medication; 
d. A participant’s history based upon the records and interviews with the participant and with the people important 
to/for the person (e.g. parents, caregivers, vocational staff, etc.); 
e. Record reviews and interviews recording the history of the challenging behaviors and attempts to modify it; 
f. Recommendations, after discussion of the results within the participant’s interdisciplinary team, for behavioral 
support strategies, including those required to be developed in a Behavior Plan; and 
g. Development of the Behavior Plan, if applicable. 
 
B. Behavioral Consultation services only include: 
 
1. Recommendations for subsequent professional evaluation services (e.g., Psychiatric, Neurological, 
Psychopharmacological, etc.), not identified in the Behavioral Assessment, that are deemed necessary and pertinent 
to the behavioral challenges; 
2. Consultation, subsequent to the development of the Behavioral Plan which may include speaking with the 
participant’s Psychiatrists and other medical/therapeutic practitioners; 
3. Developing, writing, presenting, and monitoring the strategies for working with the participant and his or her 
caregivers; 
4. Providing ongoing education on recommendations, strategies, and next steps to the participant’s support network 
(i.e. caregiver(s), family members, agency staff, etc.) regarding the structure of the current environment, activities, 
and ways to communicate with and support the participant; 
5. Developing, presenting, and providing ongoing education on recommendations, strategies, and next steps to 
ensure that the participant is able to continue to participate in all pertinent environments (i.e. home, day program, 
job, and community) to optimize community inclusion in the most integrated environment; 
6. Ongoing assessment of progress in all pertinent environments against identified goals; 
7. Preparing written progress notes on the participant’s goals identified in the Behavior Plan at a minimum include 
the following information: 
a. Assessment of behavioral supports in the environment; 
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b. Progress notes detailing the specific Behavior Plan interventions and outcomes for the participant; 
c. Data, trend analysis and graphs to detail progress on target behaviors identified in a Behavioral Plan; and 
d. Recommendations. 
8. Development and updates to the Behavioral Plan as required by regulations; and 
9. Monitoring and ongoing assessment of the implementation of the Behavioral Plan based on the following: 
a. At least monthly for the first six months; and 
b. At least quarterly after the first six months or as dictated by progress against identified goals. 
 
C. Brief Support Implementation Services includes: 
1. Onsite execution and modeling of identified behavioral support strategies; 
2. Timely semi-structured written feedback to the clinicians on the provision and effectiveness of the Behavior Plan 
and strategies; 
3. Participation in onsite meetings or instructional sessions with the participant’s support network regarding the 
recommendations, strategies, and next steps identified in the Behavior Plan; 
4. Brief Support Implementation Services cannot be duplicative of other services being provided (e.g. 1:1 supports); 
and 
5. Staff must provide Brief Support Implementation Services onsite and in person with individuals supporting the 
participant in order to model the implementation of identified strategies to be utilized in the Behavior Plan. 
 
D. The DDA policies, procedures and guidance must be followed when developing a behavior plan.       
E. If the requested Behavioral Support Services, or Behavior Plan, restricts the participant’s rights, as set forth in 
Title 7 of the Health-General Article of the Maryland Annotated Code or COMAR Title 10, Subtitle 22, then the 
need for the restriction must be set forth in the participant’s behavior plan in accordance with applicable regulations 
and policies governing restrictions of participant rights, behavior plans, and positive behavior supports.

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A. Community Development Services provide the participant with development and maintenance of skills related to 
community membership through engagement in community-based activities with people without disabilities. 
B. Community-based activities under this service will provide the participant access and supports to engage in 
community-based activities for development, acquisition, and maintenance of skills to increase the participant’s 
independence related to community integration with individuals without disabilities, such as:

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SERVICE DEFINITION 
 
A. Nursing Support Services provides a registered nurse, licensed in the State of Maryland, to perform Nursing 
Consultation, Health Case Management, and Delegation services, based on the participant’s assessed need. 
 
B. At a minimum, the registered nurse must perform an initial nursing assessment. 
1. This initial nursing assessment must include: 
a. Review of the participant’s health needs, including: 
i. Health care services and supports that the participant currently receives; and 
ii. The participant’s health records, including any physician orders; 
b. Performance of a comprehensive nursing assessment; 
c. Clinical review of the participant’s Health Risk Screening Tool (HRST), in accordance with Department policy; 
and 
d. Completion of the Medication Administration Screening Tool, in accordance with Department policy. 
2. The purpose of this initial nursing assessment is to determine the participant’s assessed needs, particularly 
whether: 
a. The participant’s health needs require performance of nursing tasks, including administration of medication; 
b. The participant’s nursing tasks are delegable in accordance with the Maryland Board of Nursing’s regulations; 
and 
c. The participant’s nursing tasks are exempt from delegation in accordance with the Maryland Board of Nursing’s 
regulations. 
 
C. Based on the initial nursing assessment, if the participant requires, and meets criteria to receive, Nursing 
Consultation services, then the registered nurse providing Nurse Consultation services must: 
1. Provide recommendations to the participant on how to have the participant’s health needs met in the community, 
including accessing health services available in the community and other community resources; 
2. Develop or review health care protocols, including emergency protocols, for the participant and the participant’s 
uncompensated caregivers for use in training the participant’s direct support staff; and 
3. Develop or review communication systems the participant may need to communicate effectively with: 
a. The participant’s health care providers, direct support staff, and uncompensated caregivers who work to ensure the 
health of the participant; and 
b. Resources in the community that may be needed to support the participant’s health needs, such as notifying the 
electrical company if the participant has medical equipment that requires prompt restoration of power in the event of 
a power outage. 
 
D. Based on the initial nursing assessment, if the participant requires, and meets criteria to receive, Health Case 
Management services, then the registered nurse providing Health Case Management services must: 
1. Provide recommendations to the provider and direct support staff on how to have the participant’s health needs 
met in the community, including accessing health services available in the community and other community 
resources; 
2. Develop a Nursing Care Plan and protocols regarding the participant’s specific health needs; and 
3. Provide training to the provider’s direct support staff on how to address the participant’s specific health needs, in 
accordance with the health care plans and protocols developed. 
 
E. Health Case Management services, as provided in Section D above, does not include delegation of nursing tasks 
to the direct support staff and, therefore, does not require continuous nursing assessments of the participant or 
monitoring of the provision of services by the direct support staff. 
 
F. Based on the initial nursing assessment, if the participant requires, and meets criteria to receive, Delegation, 
services then the registered nurse providing Delegation services must: 
1. Provide recommendations to the participant, the direct support staff, and, if applicable, the participant’s providers 
on how to have the participant’s health needs met in the community, including accessing health services available in 
the community and other community resources; 
2. Develop a Nursing Care Plan and health care plans and protocols regarding the participant’s specific health needs 
in accordance with applicable regulations and standards of nursing care; 
3. Provide training to direct support staff on how to address the participant’s specific health needs and to perform the 
delegated nursing tasks, in accordance with the Nursing Care Plan and health care plans and protocols developed; 
4. Monitor the direct support staff’s performance of delegated nursing tasks, including reviewing applicable 
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documentation that must be maintained in accordance with applicable regulations and standards of nursing care; 
5. Continually monitor the participant’s health by conducting nursing assessments and reviewing health data 
documented and reported by direct support staff, in accordance with applicable regulations and standards of nursing 
care; and 
6. Ensure available on a 24/7 basis, or provide qualified back-up, to address the participant’s health needs as may 
arise emergently. 
 
G. Nursing Support Services (i.e. Nurse Consultation, Health Case Management and Nurse Case Management and 
Delegation services) do not include provision of any direct nursing care services to a participant. 
 
SERVICE REQUIREMENTS 
 
A. The DDA will authorize the amount, duration, and types of services under this Waiver program service based on 
the participant’s assessed level of service need and in accordance with other applicable requirements. If the 
participant’s health needs change, the participant may submit a new request for additional hours or different services, 
with applicable supporting documentation, to the DDA. 
 
B. Based on the initial nursing assessment, the participant may be eligible for Nursing Support Services (i.e. Nurse 
Consultation, Health Case Management, Nurse Case Management and Delegation Services) if the participant meets 
the criteria below. 
 
1. A participant is eligible to receive Nurse Consultation services if: 
a. The participant’s health needs require performance of nursing tasks, including administration of medication 
b. The participant is enrolled in the self-directed services delivery model; 
c. The participant receives a Waiver program service for which the participant has employer authority, as provided 
in Appendix E; 
d. The participant directly employs, or contracts with, direct support staff under that employer authority and, 
therefore, is responsible for directing and managing direct support staff in provision of that Waiver program service; 
and 
e. The participant’s health needs are exempt from delegation of nursing tasks in accordance with applicable 
Maryland regulations. 
 
2. A participant is eligible to receive Health Case Management services if: 
a. The participant’s health needs require performance of nursing tasks, including administration of medication; 
b. The participant either: 
i. Is enrolled in the traditional services delivery model; or 
ii. Is enrolled in the self-directed services delivery model and receives a Waiver program service for which the 
participant does not have employer authority, as provided in Appendix E; 
c. A provider, and not the participant, directly employs, or contracts with, direct support staff under the provider’s 
employer authority and, therefore, is responsible for directing and managing direct support staff in provision of that 
Waiver program service; and 
d. The participant’s health needs are exempt from delegation of nursing tasks in accordance with applicable 
Maryland regulations. 
 
3. A participant is eligible to receive Delegation services if: 
a. The participant’s health needs require performance of nursing tasks, including administration of medication; 
b. The participant is enrolled in either service delivery model; 
c. Direct support staff provide the participant with a Waiver program service, whether employed by, or contracted 
with, a provider or the participant; 
d. During provision of that Waiver program service, the direct support staff needs to perform nursing tasks for the 
participant to maintain the participant’s health and safety; 
e. The nursing tasks are delegable to the direct support staff in accordance with applicable Maryland regulations; and 
f. The participant’s health needs are not exempt from delegation of nursing tasks in accordance with applicable 
Maryland regulations. 
 
4. A participant is not eligible to receive any of these additional nursing services beyond the initial assessment (i.e., 
Nurse Consultation, Health Case Management, or Delegation services) if: 
a. The participant’s health needs do not require performance of any nursing tasks or administration of any 
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medication; 
b. The nursing tasks are not delegable in accordance with applicable Maryland regulations; or 
c. The participant does not have any direct support staff paid, to provide any Waiver program service either under 
the traditional services delivery model or self-directed services delivery model, or any uncompensated caregivers. 
 
C. The registered nurse must complete and maintain documentation of delivery of these Waiver program services, 
including any nursing assessments, nursing care plans, health care plans and protocols, training of participant, direct 
support staff, and/or uncompensated caregivers, and any other documentation of services, in accordance with 
applicable Maryland laws and regulations, Department policies, and standards of nursing care. 
 
D. The registered nurse must comply with all applicable laws, regulations, and Department policies governing 
delivery of these Waiver program services, including but not limited to Maryland Board of Nursing’s regulations, 
and the standards of nursing care. If there is a conflict between this Waiver program service and applicable 
Maryland Board of Nursing regulations, the applicable Maryland Board of Nursing regulations will control. 
 
E. Prior to accessing DDA funding for this service, all other available and appropriate funding sources, including but 
not limited to those offered by Maryland Medicaid State Plan, Division of Rehabilitation Services (“DORS”), State 
Department of Education, and Department of Human Services, must be explored and exhausted to the extent 
applicable. These efforts must be documented in the participant’s file. 
 
F. A participant cannot qualify, or receiving funding from the Waiver program, for this Waiver program service if 
the participant: 
1. Requires provision of direct nursing care services; or 
2. Currently receives, or is eligible to receive, nursing services in another health care program paid for by the 
Maryland Medicaid Program or the Department, such as hospital services, skilled nursing or rehabilitation facility 
services, or Medicaid Program’s Rare and Expensive Case Management Program’s private duty nursing services. 
 
G. To the extent that any listed services are covered under the Medicaid State Plan, the services under the waiver 
would be limited to additional services as allowed and not otherwise covered under the Medicaid State Plan, but 
consistent with waiver objectives of avoiding institutionalization. 
 
H. Children have access to any medically necessary preventive, diagnostic, and treatment services under Medicaid’s 
Early and Periodic Screening, Diagnostic and Treatment (EPSDT) services to help meet children’s health and 
developmental needs.  This includes age appropriate medical, dental, vision, and hearing screening services and 
diagnostic and treatment services to correct or ameliorate identified conditions.  Supports provided by this waiver 
service is to improve and maintain the ability of the child to remain in and engage in community activities. 
 
I. A legally responsible person, legal guardian, or relative cannot be paid by the Waiver program, either directly or 
indirectly, to provide this Waiver program service unless otherwise approved by the DDA due to extraordinary 
circumstances.

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A. Remote Support Services provide oversight and monitoring within the participant’s home through an off-site 
electronic support system in order to reduce or replace the amount of staffing a participant needs, while ensuring the 
participant’s health, safety, and welfare. 
 
B. The purpose of Remote Support Services is to support the participant to exercise greater independence over their 
lives. It is integrated into the participant’s overall support system and reduces the amount of staff support a person 
uses in their home while ensuring health and welfare. 
 
C. Remote Support Service includes: 
1. Installation, repair, and maintenance of an electronic support system to remotely monitor the participant in the 
participant’s primary residence; 
2. Provision of training and technical assistance in accessing, using, and operating the electronic support system for 
the participant and individuals supporting the participant; and 
3. Provision of staff to: (i) monitor the participant via the electronic support system; and (ii) stand-by and intervene 
by notifying emergency personnel, including, but not limited to, police, fire, and participant’s direct support staff. 
 
SERVICE REQUIREMENTS: 
A. Before a participant may request this service, the participant’s team must conduct a preliminarily assessment for 
appropriateness in ensuring the health and welfare of all individuals in the residence. The preliminary assessment 
includes consideration of the participant’s goals, level of support needs, behavioral challenges, health risk, benefits, 
risk, and other residents in the home. The preliminary assessment must be documented in the participant’s Person-
Centered Plan. 
 
B. Remote Support Services do not supplant supports for community integration and membership as identified in the 
Person-Centered Plan. 
 
C. Remote Support Services are only available for individuals aged 18 or older and must be authorized by the DDA. 
 
D. Each individual residing in the residence, his or her legal guardians, and teams must be made aware of both the 
benefits and risks of the Remote Support Service. Informed consent must be obtained for all individuals in the 
residence. 
 
E. This service must be designed and implemented to ensure the need for independence and privacy of the 
participant who receives services in their own home. 
 
F. Remote Support Services must be provided in real-time, by awake staff at a monitoring base, who observe and 
provide prompts to the participant via an electronic support system that includes one or more of the following 
features: 
1. Live two way communication with the participant being monitored; 
2. Motion sensing systems; 
3. Radio frequency identification; 
4. Web-based monitoring systems; and 
5. Other devices approved by the DDA. 
 
G. Systems may include live feeds, sensors (such as infrared, motion, doors, windows, stove, water, and pressure 
pads); cameras; help pendants; call buttons; and remote monitoring equipment. 
 
H. Cameras and sensors are typically located in common areas.  Other areas on the home will be considered based 
on assessed need; privacy and right considerations; and informed consent. For example, a person living alone in their 
own home may choose to use a Remote Support Services method in other areas of their home to support their 
Person-Centered Plan outcomes. 
 
I. Use of the system may be restricted to certain hours as indicated in the participant’s Person-Centered Plan. 
 
J. To be reimbursed for operating an electronic support system, a provider must meet the following requirements: 
1. The system to be installed must be preauthorized by the DDA. 
2. Upon delivery to the participant (including installation) or maintenance performed, the electronic support system 
must be in good operating condition and repair in accordance with applicable specifications. 
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3. The provider must develop, maintain, and enforce written policies, approved by the DDA, which address: 
a. How the provider, and electronic support system used, will maintain the participant’s privacy; 
b. How the provider will ensure the electronic support system used meets applicable information security standards; 
and 
c. How the provider will ensure its provision of Remote Support Services complies with applicable laws governing 
individuals’ right to privacy. 
 
4. The electronic support system and on-site response system must be designed and implemented to ensure the health 
and welfare of the participant(s) and achieve this outcome in a cost neutral manner as compared to the cost of direct 
support services. 
 
K. Time limited direct supports from the existing services are available during transition to remote monitoring. 
 
L. Remote Support Services are not available to participants receiving support services in Community Living-
Enhanced Supports or Shared Living services. 
 
M. Remote Support Services should be implemented in a cost neutral manner with exception due to unique 
circumstances.

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A. Shared Living emphasizes the long-term sharing of lives, forming of caring households, and close personal 
relationships between a participant and the host home.  Shared Living facilitates the inclusion of the participant into 
the daily life and community of the supporter through the sharing of a home and creation of natural opportunities for 
participation in community life through social connectedness. It is an arrangement in which an individual, couple, or 
a family in the community share their home and life's experiences with a person with a disability. The approach is 
based on a mutual relationship where both parties agree to share their lives. 
 
B. Host home supports assure that the participant is safe and free from harm and has the support that they need to 
take risks and to work and participate in community activities. The primary responsibility of a Host Home is to make 
a real home where the individual, family or couple providing the home and the participant has a mutually satisfying 
and meaningful relationship. 
 
C. The host home arrangement may be with: 
1. An individual; 
2. A couple; or 
3. A family. 
 
D. Shared Living services includes provision of the following supports in the host home arrangement: 
1. Assistance, support, and guidance to the participant for participant’s development, acquisition, and maintenance 
of skills necessary for the participant to live more independently, and to participant meaningfully in the community, 
as identified in the participant’s person-centered plan, including, but not limited to: 
2. The following services provided in combination with, and incidental to, the provision of this Waiver program 
service: 
a. Transportation within this Waiver program service; 
b. Delegated nursing tasks, based on the participant’s assessed need; 
c. Personal care assistance, based on the participant’s assessed need; and 
d. Nursing Support Services/Nurse Case Management and Delegation Services. 
 
SERVICE REQUIREMENTS: 
 
A. The participant must be 18 years of age or older unless otherwise authorized by the DDA. 
 
B. Shared Living services are direct (face-to-face) and indirect, DDA-licensed or DDA-certified community-based 
providers managed services that is limited to homes in which one or two participants are supported unless authorized 
by the DDA. 
 
C. Through the provision of this service, participants will acquire, maintain, or improve skills necessary to live in the 
community, to live more independently, and to participate meaningfully in community life. To the extent that Shared 
Living is provided in community settings outside of the residence, the settings must be inclusive rather than 
segregated. Shared Living services may be provided up to 24 hours a day based on the needs of the participant 
receiving services. 
 
D. The type and amount of assistance, support, and guidance are informed by the assessed level of need for physical, 
psychological and emotional assistance established through the assessment and person-centered planning processes. 
The type and amount of assistance are delivered to enhance the autonomy of the participant, in line with their 
personal preferences and to achieve their desired outcomes. 
 
E. Beginning July 1, 2020, the following levels will be used: 
 
1. “Level 1” - will be used to support participants that do not required continuous supervision and monitoring. These 
individuals may require prompts to complete activities of daily living and/or assistance with medical appointments 
and medication. They tend to not have challenging behaviors or a behavior plan in place.  They participate in 
meaningful day services or have a job.  They are able to recognize and avoid dangerous situation; and can 
independently evacuate premises in case of fire, emergencies, etc. 
2. “Level 2” – will be used to support participants that require an increased level of supervision and monitoring. 
These individuals requires moderate assistance for mobility support or gets around in a wheelchair and assistance 
with frequent medical appointments and medications.  They may require moderate assistance to complete activities 
of daily living and may display challenging behaviors requiring a behavior plan.  They participate in meaningful day 
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services or have a job.  They are not able to recognize and avoid dangerous situation and cannot independently 
evacuate premises in case of fire, emergencies, etc. therefore, requires prompting to evacuate. 
3. “Level 3” – will be used to support participants that require ongoing supervision and monitoring to mitigate 
behavioral risk or provide health and safety supports. Requires maximum assistance for mobility support and gets 
around in a wheelchair or needs adaptive equipment for ambulation.  They require maximum assistance for frequent 
medical appointments, medications, and specialist or health intervention for health and safety. They have a Health 
Risk Screening Tool (HRST) score  is 5 with a Q indicator that is not related to behavior support. They require 
maximum assistance to complete activities of daily living and may display severe challenging behaviors that require 
a behavior plan. They participate in meaningful day services or have a job with additional supports or dedicated 
supports (i.e. 1:1, 2:1). They are not able to recognize and avoid dangerous situation and need maximum assistance 
to evacuate premises in case of fire, emergencies, etc. therefore, requires prompting to evacuate. 
 
F. The following supports may be provided to meet each participant’s habilitative outcomes as documented in the 
person-centered plan: 
1. Assistance, support and guidance (e.g., prompting, instruction, modeling, reinforcement) that enables the 
participant to: 
a. Carry out activities of daily living, such as personal grooming and hygiene, dressing, making meals, and 
maintaining a clean environment; 
b. Learn and develop practices that promote good health and wellness, such as nutritious meal planning, regular 
exercise, carrying through prescribed therapies and exercises, and awareness and avoidance of risk including, but not 
limited to, environmental risks, exploitation or abuse, responding to emergencies in the home and community such 
as fire or injury, and knowing how and when to seek assistance. 
c. Manage, or participate in the management of, their medical care including scheduling and attending medical 
appointments, filling prescriptions and self-administration of medications, and keeping health logs and records; 
d. Manage their emotional wellness, including self-management of emotional stressors and states, such as 
disappointment, frustration, anxiety, anger, depression, post-traumatic stress disorder, and accessing mental health 
services. The service may include the implementation of the Behavior Plan which may involve collecting and 
recording the data necessary to evaluate progress and the need for revisions to the plan; 
e. Fully participate, and when preferred, to direct the person-centered planning process including identifying who 
should attend and what the desired outcomes are; 
f. Manage their home, including arranging for utility services, paying bills, home maintenance, and home safety; 
g. Achieve financial stability through managing personal resources, general banking and balancing accounts, record 
keeping, and managing financial accounts and programs such as ABLE accounts; 
h. Communicate with providers, caregivers, family members, friends, and others face-to-face and using the 
telephone, correspondence, the internet, and social media which may require knowledge and use of sign language or 
interpretation for a participant whose primary language is not English; 
i. Enables participant mobility by assisting them to use a range of transportation options including, but not limited to, 
buses, trains, cab services, driving, and car pools; 
j. Develop and manage relationships as appropriate, share responsibilities for shared routines (such as preparing 
meals, eating together, carrying out routine home maintenance (such as light cleaning), planning and scheduling 
shared recreational activities, and other typical household routines), and resolving differences and negotiation 
solutions; 
k. Develop and maintain relationships with members of the broader community (e.g., neighbors, coworkers, friends, 
and family) and to manage problematic relationships; 
l. Exercise rights as a citizen and fulfill their civic responsibilities and develop confidence and skills to enhance their 
contributions to the community, such as: 
i. voting and serving on juries; 
ii. attending public community meetings; 
iii. participating in community projects and events with volunteer associations and groups; and

H. Compensation to host home includes additional staff assistance, relief, host home related transportation costs, and 
Nursing Case Management and Delegation Services associated with the provision of service is covered within the 
rate. 
 
I. Effective July 1, 2018, the following criteria will be used for participants to access Shared Living: 
1. Participant does not have family or relative supports; and 
2. Participant chooses this living option.

The prescription for vehicle modifications applies only to the year/make/model of the 
vehicle specified on the Vehicle Equipment and Adaptation Prescription Agreement (VEAPA). 
 
C. The vehicle owner is responsible for: 
1. The maintenance and upkeep of the vehicle; and 
2. Obtaining and maintaining insurance that covers the vehicle modifications. 
 
D. The program will not correct or replace vehicle modifications provided under the program that have been 
damaged or destroyed in an accident.

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This section describes the minimum background check and investigation requirements for providers under 
applicable law. A provider may opt to perform additional checks and investigations as it sees fit. 
 
Criminal Background Checks 
 
The DDA is seeking to update its regulations regarding Criminal Background Checks, as provided in this Section. 
The draft regulations will be subject to notice and comment and other applicable requirements as provided in 
Maryland’s Administrative Procedure Act, codified in Title 10, Subtitle 1 of the State Government Article, prior to 
finalization. Therefore, the draft regulations, set forth below, may be amended to comply with those requirements. 
 
In the meantime, the current regulations will remain in effect and continue to apply to services covered under this 
Waiver. The draft regulations, as amended, will apply to services covered under this Waiver once they are effective. 
 
Current Regulations 
 
The DDA’s regulation requires specific providers have criminal background checks prior to services delivery. 
DDA’s regulations also require that each DDA-licensed and DDA-certified  community-based providers complete 
either: (1) a State criminal history records check via the Maryland Department of Public Safety’s Criminal Justice 
Information System; or (2) a National criminal background check via a private agency, with whom the provider 
contracts. If the provider chooses the second option, the criminal background check must pull court or other records 
“in each state in which [the provider] knows or has reason to know the eligible employee [or contractor] worked or 
resided during the past 7 years.”  The same requirements are required for participants self-directing services as 
indicated within each service qualification. 
 
The DDA-licensed and certified provider must complete this requirement for all of the provider’s employees and 
contractors hired to provide direct care. If this background check identifies a criminal history that “indicate[s] 
behavior potentially harmful” to individuals receiving services, then the provider is prohibited from employing or 
contracting with the individual. See Code of Maryland Regulations (COMAR) 10.22.02.11, Maryland Annotated 
Code Health-General Article § 19-1901 et seq., and COMAR Title 12, Subtitle 15. 
 
Background screening is required for volunteers who: 
 
(1) Are recruited as part of an agency’s formal volunteer program; and 
(2) Spend time alone with participants. 
 
Criminal background checks are not required for people who interact with or assist individuals as a friend or natural 
support, by providing assistance with shopping, transportation, recreation, home maintenance and beautification etc. 
 
Draft Regulations 
 
Subject to amendment as part of the process to promulgate regulations, the DDA will require that persons selected 
by individuals with a developmental disability to provide waiver services successfully pass a criminal background 
check, as detailed herein.  A “person” includes an individual, receiver, trustee, guardian, personal representative, 
fiduciary, or representative of any kind and any partnership, firm, association, corporation, or other entity as set forth 
in MD. CODE ANN., HEALTH-GEN. § 1-101. 
 
The following individuals must complete a criminal background check: 
1. All employees and Board members of a community-based provider providing services under the Traditional 
Services delivery model; 
2. All contractors and volunteers of a community-based provider hired to provide direct care; and 
3. All employees and staff of a Participant providing services under the Self-Directed Services delivery model. 
 
Background screening is required for volunteers who: 
 
(1) Are recruited as part of an agency’s formal volunteer program; and 
(2) Spend time alone with participants. 
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Criminal background checks are not required for people who interact with or assist individuals as a friend or natural 
support, by providing assistance with shopping, transportation, recreation, home maintenance and beautification etc. 
 
Direct contact is defined as physically present with, or within an immediate distance (such as the same room) of, the 
individual with a developmental disability. 
 
The following persons will be responsible for ensuring the criminal background check takes place upon hire of each 
individual who is required to complete a criminal background check: 
1. Under the Traditional Services delivery model, the community-based provider; and 
2. Under the Self-Directed Services delivery model, the Fiscal Management Services provider. 
 
Each DDA-licensed and DDA-certified community-based provider (including the Fiscal Management Services 
provider) must provide a copy of the criminal background check of its Executive Director and its Board Members as 
part of its initial and renewal application to the Department for licensure or certification. Otherwise, the DDA-
licensed or DDA-certified community-based provider and Fiscal Management Services provider are responsible for 
complying with these requirements for each individual hired. 
 
The criminal background check to be conducted must: 
1. Be performed by Criminal Justice Information Services in the Maryland Department of Public Safety and 
Correctional Services; or 
2. Be performed by a private agency, meeting certain criteria regarding, their qualifications, the scope of the 
background check, and whether alerts will be required. 
 
Please note DDA is in discussion regarding criteria for appropriate private agency (ies) requirement(s) for 
performing criminal background checks, which will be promulgated in the updated regulations. An individual will 
have successfully passed his or her criminal background check if he or she has been not been convicted, received 
probation before judgment, or entered a plea of nolo contendere to a felony, crime of moral turpitude (including 
fraud), theft, financial crimes against a vulnerable adult, or abuse or neglect of a child or vulnerable adult and such 
final judgment was not entered 10 years ago or less from the date of the individual’s application. 
 
If an alert later notifies the community-based provider or Fiscal Management Services provider that the individual 
has received subsequently a final judgment that does not meet the requirements to successfully pass a criminal 
background check, then: (1)they must be removed immediately from direct contact with an individual with a 
developmental disability; and (2) his or her employment, contract, or Board membership must be terminated 
promptly. 
 
If an individual knowingly submits false information for his or her criminal background check, then they will be 
disqualified automatically from serving an individual with a developmental disability and will not be permitted to 
apply again for a period of five years from the date of the initial application containing the false information. 
 
Participants enrolled in DDA’s Self-Directed Services delivery model may request that DDA waive these criminal 
background check requirements. DDA may permit waiver of the criminal background check requirements only if the 
criminal background check indicates behavior that would not be potentially harmful to an individual with a 
developmental disability. 
 
Child Protective Services Background Clearance 
 
The State also maintains a Centralized Confidential Database that contains information about child abuse and 
neglect investigations conducted by the Maryland State Local Departments of Social Services.  Staff engaging in 
one-to-one interactions with children under the age of 18 must have a Child Protective Services Background 
Clearance. 
 
State Oversight of Compliance with These Requirements 
 
The DDA, OLTSS, and OHCQ review providers’ records for completion of criminal background checks, in 
accordance with these requirements, during surveys, site visits, and investigations.  Annually the DDA will review 
Fiscal Management Services providers’ records for required background checks of staff working for participants 
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enrolled in the Self-Directed Services Delivery Model, described in Appendix E.

The Community Pathways Waiver services include various employment, meaningful day, and support services.  New services 
including Housing Support Services, Supported Living, Remote Support Services, Nursing, and Employment Services have been 
added to support community integration, engagement, and independence.  The State incorporated the federal home and 
community-based setting requirements into the Annotated Code of Maryland Regulations (COMAR) 10.09.36.03-1 Conditions 
for Participation — Home and Community-Based Settings, which notes: “Effective January 1, 2018, to be enrolled as a provider 
of services authorized under §§1915(c) or 1915(i) of the Social Security Act, the provider shall comply with the provisions of 
§§D—F of this regulation and 42 CFR 441.301(c)(4).” and includes specific provider requirements. (Reference:

The Community Pathways Waiver Services definitions have been revised or newly written to comply with the HCB Settings 
requirements.

Community Living – Enhanced Supports is a residential habilitative service provided at a provider operated site.  These settings 
are generally four-bedroom family homes in residential settings.  The service description contains information related to the

The CCS is responsible for the development of the Person-Centered Plan with the participant, their designated 
representative, and the individual’s chosen team. The individual is provided the option to direct and manage the planning 
process, which the CCS facilitates. 
 
Individuals can use a variety of person-centered planning methodologies such as the Charting the Lifecourse (i.e., 
Integrated Support Star, Life Trajectory, and Exploring Life Possibilities), Integrated Long-Term Services and Supports – 
Needs Template and Before and After Integrated Supports, Essential Lifestyle Planning, Personal Futures Planning, 
MAPS, PATH, or an equivalent person-centered planning strategy. 
 
Who Participates 
 
As further specified in subsection d. above, the individual, their legal or authorized representative(s) (if applicable), and 
chosen family members are the central members of the team responsible for planning and developing a Person-Centered 
Plan. The individual, or their legal or authorized representative on the individual’s behalf, may invite others important to 
the individual to be part of the planning process including the participant’s staff and providers. However, the individual, 
or their designated representative, also retain the authority to exclude any individual from development of their Person-
Centered Plan with the CCS. 
 
Timing of Plan 
 
The initial plan is developed as part of the Waiver program application process and updated at least annually, or more 
frequently when there are changes to the participant’s circumstances or services. 
 
The CCS contacts the individual, and their legal or authorized representative(s) (if applicable), to obtain the individual’s 
preferences for the best time and location of the planning meeting.  Meetings may be held at the individual’s home, job, a 
community site, day program, or wherever he or she feels most comfortable reviewing and discussing their plan. 
 
(b)	 Types of Assessments Conducted to Support Development of the Person-Centered Plan 
 
In addition to obtaining a variety of information and assessments about the individual’s needs, preferences, life course 
outcomes, and health from other sources as specified below, the CCS uses the Health Risk Screening Tool (HRST) and 
Support Intensity Scale (SIS)®. 
 
The HRST assesses the individual’s health and safety needs, particularly with respect to the following areas: community 
safety, health and medical needs, sexuality and relationships, abuse, neglect, elopement, financial exploitation, behaviors, 
home environment, fire safety, personal care/daily living, mental health, police involvement, informed consent, and 
others as appropriate to the age and circumstance to the participant. 
 
The SIS measures the individual’s support needs in personal, work-related, and social activities in order to identify and 
describe the types and intensity of the supports an individual requires. 
 
In addition to these assessments, the CCS gathers information regarding the individual’s needs, outcomes, and 
preferences from the individual, their family, friends, and any other individuals invited to participate in the planning 
process. The CCS also reviews other formal health, developmental, communication, and behavioral assessments 
conducted by physicians, mental health professionals, behavioral specialists, special educators, and other health 
professionals (e.g., Speech Pathologist, Occupational Therapist, Physical Therapist), as appropriate. 
 
(c)	  Provision of Information Regarding Available Waiver Program Services to the Participant 
 
During initial meetings, quarterly monitoring activities, and the annual Person-Centered Plan development meeting, the 
CCS shares information with the individual, and their legal or authorized  representative (if applicable) about available 
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Waiver program services, as well as generic resources, natural supports, and services available through other programs, 
Medicaid State Plan services, and qualified providers (e.g., individuals, community-based service agencies, vendors and 
entities).  The CCS also provides information on how to access, via the internet, a comprehensive list of DDA services 
(including all Waiver program covered services) and DDA  providers. The CCS assists the individual in integrating the 
delivery of supports needed. If the individual does not have internet access, the CCS provides the individual with a hard-
copy resource manual. 
 
(d)	 How Development Process Ensures Plan Addresses the Participant’s Goals, Needs, and Preferences 
 
The DDA requires each CCS to use an individual-directed, person-centered planning approach. This approach identifies 
the individual’s strengths, assets and those things that are both Important To and Important For as well as needs, 
preferences, outcomes, access to paid and non-paid supports, health status, risk factors, and other information for a 
Person-Centered Plan.  As part of this person-centered planning approach, the CCS gathers information from the 
participant, their legal or authorized representative(s) (if applicable), their circle of support (family and friends), 
assessments, observations, and interviews. 
 
Based on a person-centered planning approach, a Person-Centered Plan (PCP) is developed that identifies supports and 
services to meet the individual’s needs, outcomes, and preferences in order for the individual to live in their home or 
community and whether those supports and services will be provided by natural or informal supports, other local, State, 
and federal programs, or this Waiver program.  Skills to be developed or maintained under Waiver program services are 
determined based on the individualized goals and outcomes as documented in their PCP.  The PCP will also address any 
need for training for the individual, their representative, family member, provider or direct care staff in implementing the 
Person-Centered Plan. 
 
During the transition period to LTSSMaryland, the PCP detailed service authorization section will identify Waiver 
program services in LTSSMaryland that meet the individual’s outcomes, needs, and preferences. Once those services are 
selected, the Cost Detail Tool is completed, which lists the comparable legacy services that are available through PCIS2, 
including amount, duration, and scope for the PCP plan year.   For new participants with no service provider selected, the 
CCS completes the Cost Detail Tool. For individuals with selected providers, the provider completes the Cost Detail Tool 
and submits it to the CCS. For individuals using the self-directed service delivery model, the CCS completes the Cost 
Detail Tool in addition to the self-directed budget. After the CCS reviews and confirms with the individual that the Cost 
Detail Tool meets their needs and preferences, they upload it in the PCP documentation section so that it is included with 
the PCP for submission to the Regional Office through LTSSMaryland. 
 
(e)	 How Waiver and Other Services are Coordinated 
 
The CCS assists the individual and the team in coordinating generic resources, natural supports, services available 
through other programs, Medicaid State Plan services, and Waiver program services.  The CCS provides case 
management services, including assisting the individual to connect with this array of services and supports and ensures 
their coordination. 
 
The Person-Centered Plan (PCP) is the focal point for coordinating services available under various programs, including 
this Waiver program.  It reflects who the person is and those things that are important to and for them and identifies their 
needs, outcomes and preferences as discovered through the PCP process. The PCP serves as a working plan that details 
the individualized plan to address participant’s specific needs while working towards achieving and maintaining a good 
quality of life, in accordance with the individual’s goals related to social life, spirituality, citizenship, advocacy, and 
preferences.  The PCP includes focus areas that individuals can explore related to employment, communication, life-long 
learning, community involvement, day-to-day, finance, home and housing, health and wellness, and relationships’ 
outcomes. 
 
(f)	 How the Development Process Provides for the Assignment of Responsibilities to Implement and Monitor the Plan 
 
In general, the PCP outlines roles and responsibilities for services and supports. 
 
The CCS is responsible for monitoring implementation of the PCP on an ongoing basis through telephone, e-mail, and 
face-to-face contacts. The CCS monitors that the services and supports meet the individual’s health and safety needs.  In 
addition, when a change in health status occurs, the CCS facilitates the evaluation of  the participant’s service needs  to 
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address the change, if appropriate. The CCS also monitors that services are delivered in the manner described in the PCP, 
and that the individual’s outcomes, needs, and preferences, as identified in the PCP, are being addressed and met. 
 
(g)	 How or When the Plan is Updated 
 
At least annually, or more frequently when there is a change in an individual’s needs, health status, or circumstances, the 
individual, their legal or authorized representative(s) (if applicable), their family (if appropriately authorized by the 
participant), and their self-selected person-centered planning team must come together to review and revise the PCP.

Risk Assessment 
 
During development of the Person-Centered Plan (PCP), the participant’s planning team, facilitated by the CCS, assesses 
the participant’s health and safety needs, particularly with respect to the following areas: community safety, health and 
medical needs, sexuality and relationships, abuse, neglect, elopement, financial exploitation, behaviors, home 
environment, fire safety, personal care/daily living, mental health, police involvement, informed consent, and others as 
appropriate to the age and circumstance of the participant.  In addition to objective assessments, the family can be a key 
source of information on risk assessment and mitigation, especially when supporting participants under the age of 21. 
 
To promote optimum health, to mitigate or eliminate identified risks, and to avert unnecessary health complications or 
deaths, the CCS must complete the electronic Health Risk Screening Tool (HRST) for all participants annually as part of 
the PCP planning process. The HRST is a web-based screening instrument designed to detect health destabilization early 
and prevent preventable deaths. It is a reliable, field-tested screening tool that consists of 22 rating items, divided into 5 
health categories. The outcome of scoring all 22 rating items is an objective Health Care Level that represents the overall 
degree of health risk and destabilization of the participant.  Since each of the 22 rating items receives its own score, the 
level of health risk can be determined on each of the items as well. Once a participant is fully screened, the HRST 
produces Service and Training Considerations that can be used by staff and families. Service and Training Considerations 
describe what further evaluations, specialists, assessments, or clinical interventions may be needed to support the 
participant based on the identified health risks. 
 
Individuals with an HRST level score of 3 or higher are considered higher risk thus require increased monitoring and 
supervision. If an individual’s HRST Health Care Level becomes a score of 3 or higher, a Registered Nurse must 
complete a Clinical Review of the HRST as per the standard process with this national tool. (Note: The Registered Nurse 
must complete training and be certified as a HRST Reviewer in order to maintain the validity and reliability of the tool.) 
The HRST contains a comments section where the CCS (the HRST Rater) can give reasons for why a score was selected. 
This will allow the certified Nurse “HRST Reviewer”, to evaluate the appropriateness of the score.  The Nurse (HRST 
Reviewer)  performs interviews and record reviews to validate each HRST rating and score computation.  All clarifying 
information about a rating area entered by the Nurse (HRST Reviewer) is written in the “Comments” section for the 
appropriate item. The Nurse (HRST Reviewer) also reviews and revises as necessary, the Evaluation/Service and 
Training Recommendations. 
 
 In addition to medical concerns, the participant, family and other team members can identify other areas of risk using the 
Charting the LifeCourse framework the Integrated Support Star, Life Trajectory, Exploring Life Possibilities, Integrated 
Long- Term Services and Supports – Needs Template and Before and After Integrated Supports. 
 
Risk Mitigation Strategies 
 
After these risk assessments are completed and reviewed, potential risk mitigation strategies are discussed as part of the 
team meeting, are based on the unique needs of the participant, and their family, and must ensure health and safety while 
affording a participant the dignity of risk.  The CCS assists the participant and their team in the development of these risk 
mitigation strategies including back-up plans, which are incorporated into the PCP and service record. 
 
Once identified, the CCS will incorporate the individualized risk mitigation strategies, including back–up plans into the 
PCP, in accordance with the participant's and their family’s needs, outcomes, and preferences. Risk mitigation strategies 
may include: (1) participant, family, and staff training; (2) assistive technology; (3) back-up staffing plans; (4) emergency 
management strategies for various risks such as complex medical conditions, identified elopement risk, or previous 
victim of abuse, neglect, and exploitation; and (5) other strategies as identified through an approved Behavior Support 
Plan. 
 
In addition, all DDA-licensed service providers must have a system for providing emergency back-up services and 
supports as part of their policies and procedures, which are reviewed by DDA and Office of Health Care Quality 
(OHCQ). Emergency back-up plans are reviewed during quarterly monitoring to ensure strategies continue to meet the 
needs of the participant.

All Person-Centered Plans (PCP) of participants entering the waiver are submitted to the DDA for review prior to service 
initiation. The DDA reviews the PCPs and supporting documentation to assure compliance with all policy and 
regulations. Changes to services (amount, duration, scope) in a PCP (through the annual process or due to a change in a 
participant’s needs) must be submitted to DDA for review and approval as per policy and guidance. PCPs are also 
reviewed during DDA site visits and OHCQ surveys to ensure they are current and comply with all Waiver eligibility, 
fiscal and programmatic regulations.

In addition, Community Living – Group Home and Community Living - Enhanced Support services are delivered by 
provider owned and operated residential habilitation sites.  These providers are responsible for supporting the participant 
to attend their health appointments and for follow-up actions based on  results, and the documentation of said events. 
 
 
(b)	 Methods for Monitoring and Follow-Up Activities 
 
The PCP format based in LTSSMaryland also includes information related to how the team will know that progress is 
occurring and the frequency for assessing satisfaction, the implementation strategies, and reviewing the outcome. 
 
The CCS is required to conduct quarterly monitoring and enter information into an enhanced LTSSMaryland-based 
Monitoring and Follow Up form.  The form includes sections related to demographic information, contacts, date of visit, 
any changes in status, service provision, individual satisfaction, progress of outcomes, and health and safety. Based on 
data entry in these sections, follow-up action may be required and will be noted in the “Recommended Action” section 
which can include items specific to service provision.   Health and safety items require immediate action and, in some 
situations, require an incident report as per the Policy on Reportable Incidents and Investigations which is described in 
Appendix G. 
 
The CCS’s monitoring activities are designed to provide support to participants and their families and encourages 
frequent communication to address current needs and to ensure health and safety. In addition, monitoring facilitates 
increased support to plan for services throughout the participant’s lifespan. The monitoring maximizes support to create 
the quality of life envisioned by the participant and the family. 
 
The CCS monitoring activities verify that the individual is receiving the appropriate type, amount, scope, duration, and 
frequency of services to address the individual’s assessed needs and desired outcome statements as documented in the 
approved and authorized PCP. It also ensures that the participant has access to services, has a current back-up plan and 
exercises free choice of providers.  When changes in a participant’s needs occur, the monitoring affords an opportunity 
for discussion and planning for increased or decreased support, as needed. Increased  monitoring  may be warranted 
based on participant’s health and safety needs. 
 
The CCS conducts these monitoring and follow-up activities through telephone conferences, emails, and face-to-face 
meetings with the participant, their legal or authorized representative, their family, and service providers.  The CCS is 
required to conduct a face-to-face visit with the participant enrolled in services at least once per quarter. 
 
The CCS must enter into LTSSMaryland, on a standardized form required by the DDA, information regarding these 
monitoring activities and follow-up actions.  Health and safety concerns must be reported directly to the DDA via 
communication with the DDA Regional Office and/or incident reporting as per required by the Policy on Reportable 
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Incidents and Investigations. 
 
The DDA monitoring activities include: 
1. Regional Offices monitoring implementation of the PCP through the review and approval of service plans and 
authorizations of services revisions are made to address changing needs of the participants; 
2. Regional Offices conducting onsite reviews of participant services and providers implementation including elements 
related to staff knowledge of services, service delivery as noted in the PCP, and health and welfare (e.g. medication 
administration records and health assessments completed);  and 
3. Regional Offices monitoring the quality of the CCS monitoring services related to the implementation of the service 
plan. 
 
To oversee and assess CCS activities, the DDA has developed the automation of the quarterly monitoring and follow up 
forms in the LTSSMaryland system and added contractual staff in the DDA Regional Offices who are responsible for 
oversight and monitoring of CCS agencies and activities. 
 
The LTSSMaryland Monitoring Form Report provides both the DDA and CCS agencies information related to review 
related to the completion status of the Quarterly Monitoring and Follow-up forms for each person served.   This 
functionality enables the DDA to improve its oversight and review of CCS activities.  On a weekly basis, the DDA staff 
will review the report to ensure that the Monitoring and Follow-Up forms are completed for the participants served by 
CCS agencies within the specified region. 
 
Each CCS will review evidence of service goal implementation and document whether progress has been made. They 
will also review documentation to verify the provision of services as authorized.  If there is insufficient progress, the CCS 
will follow-up with the service provider to determine why progress is not being made. 
 
The additional DDA Regional Office staff will also review a sample of the quarterly monitoring forms and a reliability 
check will be completed during a provider visit to ensure that the documentation accurately reflects plan implementation. 
 
In every incident where there is no evidence of plan implementation, the CCS is required to notify DDA’s Regional 
Office, who will be responsible for reviewing and requesting a plan of corrective action from the identified provider.  On 
a monthly basis or sooner as outlined in the plan, the Regional DDA staff will monitor outstanding corrective plans of 
action with the CCS and provider to facilitate compliance.

2. Development of staff policies, procedures, schedules, and backup plan strategies; and

2. The CCS and Team will develop a Person-Centered Plan to meet those needs and service request (expressed in 
service units and cost reimbursement services). 
3.  The CCS will complete and submit the DDA Cost Detail Tool with the PCP.  The Cost Detail Tool includes all 
available services and associated rate based on the traditional service delivery model.  Annually, if approved by 
the General Assembly, the DDA applies a Cost of Living Adjustment (COLA) to traditional service rates which is 
updated in the Cost Detail Tool. The Cost Detail Tool establishes the overall budget and participants maintain full 
budget authority to pay their employees within reasonable and customary rates for each service. The required use 
of the Cost Detail Sheet for both participants using the self-directed and traditional service delivery models ensure 
fair and equitable funding regardless of the service model chosen.

5. Once the PCP and Cost Detail Sheet is approved by the DDA, the participant can then create or finalize their 
self-directed budget sheet and determine pay rates based on reasonable and customary program standards. 
 
Effective January 1, 2021, during the initial, revised, and annual PCP planning processes, the participant’s self-
directed budget will be determined based on the approved LTSSMaryland PCP detailed service authorization. The 
LTSSMaryland PCP detailed service authorization form includes all available services and associated rate based 
on the traditional service delivery model.  The required use of the LTSSMaryland PCP detailed service 
authorization for participants, enrolled in either the self-directed services or traditional services delivery models, 
ensure fair and equitable funding regardless of the service model chosen.

Appendix F-1: Opportunity to Request a Fair Hearing

The state provides an opportunity to request a Fair Hearing under 42 CFR Part 431, Subpart E to individuals: (a) who are not 
given the choice of home and community-based services as an alternative to the institutional care specified in Item 1-F of the 
request; (b) are denied the service(s) of their choice or the provider(s) of their choice; or, (c) whose services are denied, 
suspended, reduced or terminated. The state provides notice of action as required in 42 CFR §431.210.

Procedures for Offering Opportunity to Request a Fair Hearing. Describe how the individual (or his/her legal representative) 
is informed of the opportunity to request a fair hearing under 42 CFR Part 431, Subpart E. Specify the notice(s) that are used to 
offer individuals the opportunity to request a Fair Hearing.

Department of Health (MDH). The types of decisions or actions of the DDA and MDH for which there is a right to a Medicaid 
Fair Hearing are described in  42 CFR § 431.220; Maryland Annotated Code Health-General Article § 7-406; and COMAR 
10.01.04.  Specifically, an individual will have an opportunity for a Medicaid Fair Hearing if they bring a claim that: (1) their 
application for eligibility for this Waiver program was denied; (2) he or she disputes DDA’s determination of their priority on the 
waiting list; (3) DDA or MDH did not provide a determination on their application within 60 days from the date of application; 
(4) their request for services has been erroneously denied or not acted upon with reasonable promptness; or (5) DDA or MDH 
acted erroneously. See Maryland Annotated Code Health-General Article § 7-406; and COMAR 10.01.04.02. 
 
Upon making a decision affecting an individual’s  receipt of services funded by the Waiver program, MDH provides a written 
letter notifying the individual of its adverse decision including Notice: Medicaid Fair Hearing Rights, as further described below. 
A copy of the final, signed notice is retained in the individual’s file in LTSSMaryland. 
 
To ensure the individual is informed of their rights, this  letter is mailed to the individual’s address of record, and, if applicable, 
their family or their legal representative, and specifies: (1) MDH’s decision, (2) the legal and factual basis of the MDH’s 
decision; (3) a description of how to submit additional information for reconsideration; (4) an explanation of the individual’s 
right to appeal the decision by requesting a Medicaid Fair Hearing (“an appeal”) as explained in an enclosed notice; and (5) their 
right to continue to receive services pending the appeal.  The Coordinator of Community Services (CCS) and authorized 
representative are  copied on this letter to the individual.  This letter is designed to be  understandable so that individuals and 
their families have a full understanding of applicant’s or participant’s rights. 
 
The e-notice of the applicant’s or participant’s rights in a Medicaid Fair Hearing that is enclosed with the DDA’s decision letter 
is entitled,  Notice: Medicaid Fair Hearing Rights. This form  describes: (1) how to request a hearing; (2) the timeframe within 
which the hearing must be requested; (3) what a Medicaid Fair Hearing is; (4) that the individual may represent themselves or 
use legal counsel or appoint an Authorized Representative pursuant to COMAR 10.01.04.12; and (5) how to settle some (or all) 
of the issues in the appeal without having to go to hearing, including the option of a Case Resolution Conference as described in 
Appendix F-2 below.  Also attached to the letter is a pre-addressed Hearing Request Form that the individual can use to request a 
Medicaid Fair Hearing to contest the decision by the DDA. 
 
If an individual requires assistance in pursuing a Medicaid Fair Hearing, their CCS will assist.  Per DDA’s policy, a CCS can 
provide the following assistance to an individual in the appeal process: (1) explain the appeal process to an individual, family, 
guardian, or authorized representative; (2) assist with the completion of the required forms for appealing a DDA determination; 
and (3) assist the individual in completing and sending a request for reconsideration.  A CCS cannot provide legal advice or 
assist in preparing for, facilitate, or represent the individual in a Medicaid Fair Hearing.

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The DDA also offers a dispute resolution process called a Case Resolution Conference (CRC), where the applicant or 
participant, their legal representative and/or other individuals supporting the applicant or participant with the applicant’s 
or participant’s consent (if applicable), and the DDA engage in discussions surrounding the DDA decision or action in 
question.  A CRC is offered for any type of dispute for which an individual may request a Medicaid Fair Hearing (see 
Appendix F-1). A CRC provides an opportunity for an applicant/participant, their family, and their legal representatives 
to speak directly with the DDA staff to resolve a dispute before the applicant’s or  participant’s Medicaid Fair Hearing. 
Only one CRC is available per matter for which a Medicaid Fair Hearing is requested.  The individual is informed that a 
CRC is not required prior to or as a substitute for a Medicaid Fair Hearing. 
 
Not all issues can be resolved in the CRC process.  If there is partial agreement, that agreement will be recorded and, if 
the case goes to the Medicaid Fair Hearing, only the remaining issues will be decided by the Maryland Office of 
Administrative Hearing (OAH).  If there is no agreement, the participant and their family and/or legal representatives (if 
applicable) may precede to a Medicaid Fair Hearing. 
 
Notification of Opportunity for a CRC & Requesting a CRC 
 
All applicants/participants and their families and/or legal representatives (if applicable) are informed of the opportunity to 
engage in the CRC process when they receive the letter from DDA informing them of an adverse action pertaining to the 
Waiver  program, for which the applicant or participant may request a Medicaid Fair Hearing, as described in Appendix 
F-1 above. As noted in Appendix F-1 above, the Hearing Request Form permits the individual to request a CRC in 
addition to a Medicaid Fair Hearing. If the applicant or participant selects it, the DDA schedules the CRC prior to the 
Medicaid Fair Hearing. 
 
Attached to the letter from DDA are two documents: (1) Notice: Medicaid Fair Hearing Rights and (2) a Hearing Request 
Form. In addition to describing the Medicaid Fair Hearing process, the Notice: Medicaid Fair Hearing Rights describes 
the CRC process and informs the applicant or participant of their opportunity to request a CRC. The Hearing Request 
Form includes a box to check if the applicant or participant wants to have a CRC as well as a Medicaid Fair Hearing. 
 
CRC Discussion 
 
The CRC is a forum in which the parties engage in discussion in order to reach some resolution as to the underlying 
matter.  The following are potential areas of discussion: 
 
a. The positions of the applicant/participant and the DDA, and the bases for them; 
 
b. Whether the information submitted is sufficient for the DDA to make a determination on the request; and 
 
c. Whether the applicant/participant and the DDA are correctly interpreting and applying statutes, regulations, and 
policies to the facts presented. 
 
 
CRC Structure & Processes 
 
The CRC typically lasts approximately one (1)  hour and the overall structure of the CRC is as follows: 
 
a. The moderator, a staff member of DDA not involved in the initial decision, introduces themselves and explains the 
process. 
 
b. The applicant/participant and their family and/or legal representatives (if applicable), have 10 minutes to explain the 
request, and why they think it should be granted. 
 
c. The DDA Regional Office representative has 10 minutes to explain why the request was denied. 
 
d. If the moderator thinks that the facts are not clear, or are misunderstood, they may ask that the parties discuss the facts 
at that time, so that everyone is working with the same set of facts.   If this discussion resolves some or all of the disputes, 
the moderator summarizes the parties’ areas of agreement and documents them. 
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e. If there are disputes still remaining, the moderator may meet separately with the applicant/participant (and any 
representative) and with the Regional Office representative (referred to as “separate sessions”). In each of these separate 
sessions, the moderator may explain and discuss the law, regulations, and policies that apply to the services requested, 
and may discuss whether they believe that the facts meet the criteria and why.  The other person(s) will also discuss why 
they believe the facts do or do not meet the criteria, and why.  The moderator may ask the parties to consider other facts 
or policies, but the final decision on whether there is any agreement belongs to the  parties in dispute, rather than the 
moderator.  Each separate session is limited to 10 minutes. 
 
Nothing that is discussed in the separate sessions is revealed to the other side without the expressed approval of the 
parties in that session.  This allows all parties to be completely open with their comments and questions, without concern 
that the other party will hear those comments and questions.  Also, during the CRC, DDA regional office representatives 
may call or consult with their supervisors at any time to discuss any issue, and the moderator may call any DDA staff for 
clarification of policy or other matter. 
 
f. In the remaining time, the parties meet together, with the moderator, to discuss whether their positions have changed 
and, if so, whether there are any issues that can be resolved. If there is resolution of part or all of the disputes, the 
moderator reflects back the areas of agreement and documents them. The parties sign the agreement. The moderator does 
not sign the agreement, since it is solely between the parties. 
 
CRCs are scheduled by DDA’s Operations Office. MDH grants one CRC to occur before an individual’s Medicaid Fair 
Hearing. CRCs usually occur at one of DDA Regional Offices or other locations within a region. Separately, the Office of 
Administrative Hearings (OAH) schedules Medicaid Fair Hearings based on requirements in COMAR 10.01.04. 
Medicaid Fair Hearings occur at the OAH locations or locations convenient for participants, per OAH permission.

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Overview of DDA’s Policy on Reportable Incidents and Investigations (PORII) 
 
The DDA has established a Policy on Reportable Incidents and Investigations (PORII), which requires that all providers 
under Self-Directed Services and Traditional Services Delivery Models to report certain enumerated critical events or 
incidents to the DDA. The PORII is incorporated into DDA’s regulations governing requirements for licensure for 
providers. 
 
If a critical event or incident is governed by PORII, then the provider, who is providing services at the time of the 
incident, must report the event or incident in the DDA’s software database called the “Provider Consumer Information 
System” (PCIS2). As further detailed in PORII, either the DDA or the Office of Health Care Quality (OHCQ) review 
each reported event or incident, depending on the classification. OHCQ is the DDA’s designee within the Maryland 
Department of Health, responsible for conducting survey and investigative activities to monitor regulatory compliance, 
on DDA’s behalf, pertaining to provider licensure. The DDA, OHCQ, and Office of Long Term Services and Supports 
(OLTSS) all have direct access to review reported events or incidents in PCIS2. 
 
PORII also requires that certain events or incidents be reported to external entities such as the State’s Protection and 
Advocacy organization (Disability Rights Maryland), Adult Protective Services, Child Protective Services (as 
applicable), law enforcement, and any applicable Health Occupations licensing boards (e.g., Maryland Board of Nursing). 
 
 
Classification of Events or Incidents 
Type 1 Incidents include: abuse, neglect, death, hospital admissions or emergency room visits, injury, medication error, 
and choking.  Abuse includes: physical abuse; verbal abuse; mental abuse; sexual abuse; and any action or inaction that 
deprives an individual in DDA funded services of the ability to exercise their legal rights, as articulated in State or federal 
law including seclusion. 
 
All providers to whom PORII applies must report all Type 1 incidents to DDA immediately upon discovery.  The 
completed Incident Report must be received by the OHCQ, the State Protection and Advocacy agency, CCS, and the 
DDA regional office within one working day of discovery.  In addition, DDA providers must also complete an Agency 
Investigation Report (AIR) that includes updated information based on the provider’s investigation of the incidents, 
remediation and preventive strategies, and additional services and supports that may be needed.  The AIR must be 
received within 10 working days of discovery. 
 
Type 2 Incidents include: law enforcement, fire department, or emergency medical services involvement; theft of an 
individual’s property or funds; unexpected or risky absence; restraints; and any other incident not otherwise defined in 
the policy that impacts or may impact the health or safety of an individual person. Restraints includes: any physical, 
chemical or mechanical intervention used to impede an individual’s physical mobility or limit free access to the 
environment and /or to control acute, episodic behavior including those that are approved as part of the Person-Centered 
Plan or those used on an emergency basis. 
 
All providers to whom PORII applies must submit an initial report of Type 2 incidents within one working day to the 
DDA Regional Office, the participant’s family/legal guardian/advocate(s), and the participant’s Coordinator of 
Community Service (CCS). 
 
Internally Investigated Incidents are outlined in the PORII and include events such as physical aggression, planned 
hospital admissions, and minor injuries that require minor routine treatment. A listing of all internally investigated 
incidents which occurred during the prior quarterly period for all DDA service providers is accessible through the DDA 
Provider Consumer Information System (PCIS2). 
 
All provider staff to whom PORII applies must report “Internally Investigated Incidents” within one working day of 
discovery to the provider’s director or designee. 
 
Incidents involving Participants in Home Environment 
 
When a participant who resides with their family experiences a critical incident that jeopardizes the participant’s health 
and safety, the CCS will seek the assistance of law enforcement, Child Protective Services, or Adult Protective Services, 
each of which having the authority to remove the alleged perpetrator or the victim from the home to ensure safety.  
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Participant Training and Education. Describe how training and/or information is provided to participants (and/or 
families or legal representatives, as appropriate) concerning protections from abuse, neglect, and exploitation, including 
how participants (and/or families or legal representatives, as appropriate) can notify appropriate authorities or entities 
when the participant may have experienced abuse, neglect or exploitation.

 

The Coordinator of Community Service (CCS) provides and reviews with the participant, and their legal representative 
and family, the participant's Rights and Responsibilities, annually. The participant’s Rights and Responsibilities are 
generally set forth in the Maryland Annotated Code, Health-General Article Title 7, Subtitle 10 and include the 
participant’s right to be free from abuse, neglect, and exploitation. The Rights and Responsibilities form also explains 
how the participant can notify proper authorities when problems arise or the participant has complaints or concerns, 
including law enforcement, Adult Protective Services, Child Protective Services, the CCS, the DDA, and OHCQ.  After 
review with the CCS, the participant or their legal representative signs the form acknowledging receipt. 
 
The DDA Director of Family Supports and Regional Office  Advocacy Specialists also provide information, training, and 
webinars related to protections and how to report. 
 
DDA providers must ensure a copy of the PORII and the provider’s internal protocol on incident management is available 
to participants receiving services, their parents or guardians, and advocates. 
 
The PORII and all necessary forms are also available on the DDA website. 
 
In addition, COMAR 10.01.18 requires that DDA-licensed vocational and day services programs adopt Sexual Abuse 
Awareness and Prevention Training, including mandatory reporting requirement, for both its staff and participants.

Responsibility for Review of and Response to Critical Events or Incidents. Specify the entity (or entities) that receives 
reports of critical events or incidents specified in item G-1-a, the methods that are employed to evaluate such reports, and 
the processes and time-frames for responding to critical events or incidents, including conducting investigations.

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Entities Receiving Notification of Incident Report 
 
The DDA, OLTSS, OHCQ, and CCS receive notification of all Type I incidents submitted in the PCIS2 system.  The 
DDA and CCS also receive notification of all Type II incidents submitted. 
 
PORII also requires that certain events or incidents be reported to external entities such as the State’s Protection and 
Advocacy organization (Disability Rights Maryland), Adult Protective Services, Child Protective Services (as 
applicable), law enforcement, and any applicable Health Occupations licensing boards (e.g., Maryland Board of Nursing). 
All allegations of abuse or neglect must be reported to the State’s Protection and Advocacy organization, Child or Adult 
Protective Services, and local law enforcement. 
 
The provider is required to notify the participant’s authorized representative(s) (e.g. family, legal guardian, etc.) that an 
incident report has been submitted.  The authorized representative(s) of the participant may request a copy of the incident 
report in accordance with the State’s Public Information Act. 
 
Initial Screening 
 
OHCQ’s triage staff reviews all reported Type 1 incidents and DDA staff reviews all reported Type 2 incidents. 
Dependent on the classification, either DDA’s or OHCQ’s staff performs an initial screening of each reported incident, 
within one working day of receipt, to determine if that incident poses immediate jeopardy to a participant and, therefore, 
warrants immediate investigation. 
 
The staff reviews each report and notifies its respective supervisor – OHCQ’s DD Investigation’s Unit Manager or 
DDA’s Regional Quality Enhancement Director – of the need to evaluate the report for appropriate assignment based 
upon the severity and scope of the incident. 
 
If, during the initial screening or evaluation, DDA reviews a Type 2 incident and reasonably believes that the incident 
should be classified as a Type 1 incident, then the DDA will refer the incident to OHCQ for further review and possible 
investigation. 
 
In addition, the content of the written report is evaluated to ensure the following information is included: 
1.	 The participant is not in immediate danger; 
2.	 When applicable, law enforcement and/or adult/child protective services have been contacted; 
3.	 Staff suspected of abuse or neglect have been suspended from duty; 
4.	 The participant has received needed intervention and health care; and 
5.	 Systemic and/or environmental issues have been identified and emergently handled. 
 
If this information is not included in the initial report, the staff will contact the provider to ascertain the status of the 
participant and ensure the participant’s health and safety.  If the agency does not provide the information within a 
reasonable time frame (no later than 48 hours after initial review of the report by triage staff), then the provider’s lack of 
response will influence the decision to begin an on-site investigation or activity more quickly. 
 
Evaluation of Reports 
 
TYPE 1 INCDENTS - OHCQ 
 
Evaluation 
 
The OHCQ utilizes a triage committee to review all Type 1 incidents, including those that may have been assigned on an 
emergency basis. The committee performs a comprehensive review of the reported incidents. In its evaluation, the 
committee takes into consideration the number and frequency of reportable incidents or complaints attributed to the 
provider and the quality of the provider’s internal investigations.  The committee also reviews submitted Agency Incident 
Reports (AIR), to ensure appropriate actions were taken by the provider in response to an incident. Incidents which may 
have been previously determined to not require investigation may be re-categorized based on information received in an 
AIR. 
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Investigation 
OHCQ has the authority to investigate any DDA providers on behalf of the DDA. OHCQ does not have the authority to 
investigate a participant’s non-licensed home environment. However, in those circumstances, OHCQ will refer the matter 
to appropriate authorities such as law enforcement, Child Protective Services, or Adult Protective Services. 
If the incident warrants further investigation, the OHCQ conducts investigations through on-site inspections, interviews, 
or reviews of relevant records and documents.  The OHCQ initiates investigations based on the priority classification of 
the incident (as defined in PORII). 
During the investigation of an incident, an OHCQ investigator reviews the AIR and related documentation. The 
investigator(s) will make their best effort to interview all persons with knowledge of the incident, including, but not 
limited to: the participant receiving services, their guardian or family member(s), the provider’s direct care and 
administrative staff who were involved in the incident, etc.  The investigator also makes direct observations of the 
participant in their environment.  When possible, evidence is corroborated between interviews, record reviews, and 
observations.  Deficiencies are, to the extent practicable, cited at an exit conference held upon completion of the on-site 
investigation.  Investigations are completed, whenever possible, within 45 working days of initiation. 
 
The authorized representative(s) of the participant may request investigation results, documented in OHCQ’s Statement 
of Deficiencies, in accordance with the State’s Public Information Act. 
 
TYPE 2 INCIDENTS – DDA 
 
Evaluation 
 
DDA staff review each report for completeness and for evidence of the provider’s actions to safeguard the health and 
safety of the participant or others.  In its evaluation, the DDA determines if intake information is sufficient to determine 
dangerous conditions are not present and ongoing.  If, based on review of the report, including the AIR, DDA staff is 
unable to determine that action has been taken by the provider to protect the participant from harm, then the DDA staff 
will intervene.  Depending on the circumstances, the DDA may intervene by contacting the DDA provider or conducting 
an on-site visit. 
 
DDA will also evaluate the Incident report AIR, and any subsequent correspondence and determine appropriate DDA 
follow-up which may include: (1) investigation; (2) referring the matter to OHCQ, law enforcement, or protective 
services; (3) generalized training; (4) provider specific training; and (5) technical assistance. 
 
An incident report that is incomplete or contains errors will result in a communication from the DDA staff to the DDA 
provider requesting revision to the incident report and resubmission of a complete and correct report. 
 
When  a provider reports three or more incidents that involve the same participant within a four-week period, the DDA 
will determine, based upon the provider’s compliance history and nature of the incidents, whether an on-site visit is 
warranted. 
 
INCIDENTS OUTSIDE OF A SITE OR SERVICE LICENSED BY  MDH 
 
When an incident is alleged to have occurred outside of a site or service licensed by MDH, the CCS and service providers 
will seek the assistance of appropriate authorities for review and investigation such as local law enforcement, Child 
Protective Services, or Adult Protective Services.  The OHCQ, DDA, or OLTSS may also refer the incident to the 
appropriate entities or jurisdictions for their review and investigation. 
 
When indicated, incidents are referred to the Maryland Office of the Attorney General’s Medicaid Fraud Control Unit for 
consideration of filing criminal charges.  When an incident involves legal issues for the participant, it may be referred to 
the State’s Protection and Advocacy organization. 
 
DEATHS 
 
OHCQ refers all reported deaths to the OHCQ’s Mortality Investigation Unit for review and investigation.  The OHCQ 
Mortality Investigation Unit evaluates death reports, determines priority for investigations, and conducts investigations 
using its own policies and procedures.  The OHCQ Mortality Investigation Unit submits its findings to the Department of 
Health’s Mortality and Quality Review Committee (MQRC).  The MQRC is independent of the OHCQ and DDA and 
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reviews the investigations of all deaths of participants that occur in DDA-licensed settings and services.  

Responsibility for Oversight of Critical Incidents and Events. Identify the state agency (or agencies) responsible for 
overseeing the reporting of and response to critical incidents or events that affect waiver participants, how this oversight is 
conducted, and how frequently.

 

The DDA and OLTSS are responsible for oversight of the incident reporting system. 
 
On a quarterly basis, the DDA reviews and analyzes various information including: (1) the types of incidents; (2) 
participant characteristics; (3) type of providers; and (4) timeliness of reporting and investigations.   This information is 
collected via the DDA incident reporting data system and tracking reports.  The DDA also uses national experts, surveys, 
mortality reports, and research institutes to assist with its analysis, trending, and development of system improvement 
strategies. 
 
The DDA’s Director of Nursing and Regional Office Nurses (“DDA’s Nursing Staff”) review statewide and region 
specific incidents related to health and safety, including all deaths. The DDA’s Nursing Staff then recommends training 
or educational alerts to address any concerns or trends identified. 
 
In some instances, the DDA’s Regional Office Nurse may do an on-site survey to review the provider’s notes related to 
the provision of nursing services.  The DDA’s Regional Office Nurse’s review of incidents allows for trend identification 
and provider specific action that may lead to remediation. The DDA’s Regional Office Nurses provide ongoing technical 
and follow-up assistance to community nurses, providers, CCSs, participants, and their families. 
 
The OLTSS has the authority to investigate or review any event or issue of a serious nature that does or has the potential 
to negatively impact on the health, welfare, and safety of waiver participants. The OLTSS also uses its oversight of 
DDA’s execution of delegated functions to ensure that the established procedures are being implemented as intended.

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USE OF ALTERNATIVE METHODS TO AVOID THE USE OF RESTRAINTS 
DDA is committed to the use of positive behavioral interventions and supports for all participants. This 
includes an emphasis upon the use of non-restrictive behavioral procedures and the reduction of physical 
restraints. 
Positive behavior interventions are based on a tiered system that always begins with positive interactions 
before moving to formalized restrictive techniques. 
1. Tier 1 includes providing positive interactions, choice making, and predictable and proactive settings or 
environments. 
2. Tier 2 focuses on: (i) social, communication, emotional, and physiological intervention or therapies; (ii) 
mobile crisis teams; and (iii) behavioral respite based on trauma informed care. 
3. Tier 3 is the use of restrictive techniques based on a functional assessment and approved strategies 
developed and approved in the Behavior Plan. 
 
METHOD OF DETECTING UNAUTHORIZED USE OF RESTRAINTS 
The following strategies are used to detect unauthorized use of restraints: 
1. The Coordinator of Community Service (CCS) provides each participant and their legal representative and 
family members with information about how to report incidents to DDA. This information is also available 
on the DDA’s website as a reference. 
2. The CCS conducts quality monitoring and follow up activities on a quarterly basis, during which 
unauthorized restraints can be detected. 
3. DDA’s regulations require all DDA providers to take appropriate and reasonable steps to assure 
participants’ health and safety – including overseeing their staff.  Providers conduct staff performance 
evaluations and monitoring activities to ensure each staff member is knowledgeable of applicable policies, 
person specific strategies, and reporting requirements. 
4. As specified further in Appendix G-1, the PORII requires providers to report certain incidents, including 
unauthorized use of restraints to the DDA. 
5. Anyone can call the DDA, OLTSS, or OHCQ to file a complaint, including the unauthorized use of 
restraints or seclusion on a participant.  In addition, complaints can be filed anonymously via the OHCQ 
website. 
 
RESTRAINT PROTOCOLS 
DDA providers are required to comply with applicable regulations governing the development of Behavior 
Plans, provision of Behavioral Support Services (BSS), and use of restraints as per the  Code of Maryland 
Regulations (COMAR) 10.22.10 which is further described in this section. The DDA’s BSS are designed to 
assist participants, who exhibit challenging behaviors, in acquiring skills, gaining social acceptance, and 
becoming full participants in their community. 
 
The emergency use of restraints is permitted in limited circumstances – when the participant presents a 
danger to the health or safety of themselves or serious bodily harm to others. The use of seclusion is 
prohibited. DDA providers are required to document and report the use of emergency restraints in 
accordance with PORII. 
DDA’s regulations specify that DDA providers must ensure that a Behavior Plan (BP) is developed for each 
participant for whom it is required and must: 
1. Represent the least restrictive, effective alternative or the lowest effective dose of a medication; 
2. Be implemented only after other methods have been systematically tried, and objectively determined to be 
ineffective; 
3. Be developed, in conjunction with the team, by qualified professionals who have training and experience 
in applied behavior analysis; 
4. Be based on and include: 
a. a functional analysis or assessment of each challenging behavior as identified in the Person-Centered Plan; 
 
b. specify the behavioral objectives for the participant; and 
c. a description of the hypothesized function of current behaviors, including their frequency and severity and 
criteria for determining achievement of the objectives established; 
5. Take into account the medical condition of the participant, describing the medical treatment techniques 
and when the techniques are to be used; 
6. Specify the emergency procedures to be implemented for the participant with a history of exhibiting 
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behaviors that present a danger to self or serious bodily harm to others, including a description of the 
adaptive skills to be learned by the participant that serve as functional alternatives to the challenging 
behavior or behaviors to be decreased; 
7. Identify the person or persons responsible for monitoring the BP; 
8. Specify the data to be collected to assess progress towards meeting the BP's objectives; and 
9. Ensure that each use of mechanical and physical restraint, the reason for its use, and the length of time 
used is described and documented, as a part of data collection. 
Before implementation, the licensee shall ensure that each BP, which includes the use of restrictive 
techniques: 
1. Includes written informed consent of the: (a) participant; (b) participant's legal guardian; or (c) surrogate 
decision maker as defined in Title 5, Subtitle 6 of the Health-General Article of the Maryland Annotated 
Code; 
2. Is approved by the PCP team; and 
3. Is approved by the standing committee as specified in regulations. 
Before a DDA provider discontinues a Behavior Plan, the team and an individual, appropriately licensed 
under Health Occupations Article with training and experience in applied behavior analysis, shall 
recommend that the participant no longer needs a Behavior Plan. 
 
PRACTICES TO ENSURE THE HEALTH AND SAFETY OF PARTICIPANTS 
As required by DDA’s regulations, the use of any restrictive technique must be described in an approved 
Behavior Plan (BP).  The licensed provider shall: 
1. Ensure staff are trained on the specific restrictive techniques and strategies; 
2. Collect and present objective data to the authorizing licensed health care practitioner to indicate whether 
the restrictive technique being used is effective in reducing the participant's challenging behavior; 
3. Report unauthorized restraints; 
4. Convene the team within 5 calendar days after an emergency use of a restrictive technique to review the 
situation and action taken; 
5. Determine subsequent action, including whether the development or modification of a Behavior Plan is 
necessary; and 
6. Document that applicable regulatory requirements have been met. 
DDA providers shall ensure that its staff do not use: 
1. Any method or technique prohibited by law, including aversive techniques; 
2. Any method or technique that deprives a participant of any basic right specified in Title 7 of the Health-
General Article of the Maryland Annotated Code or other applicable law, (e.g., access to a telephone; right to 
share room with a spouse; visitors; access to clothing and personal effects; vote; receive, hold, or dispose of 
personal property; and receive services), except as permitted in regulations; 
3. Seclusion; 
4. A room from which egress is prevented; or 
5. A program which results in a nutritionally inadequate diet. 
In addition, DDA Quality Enhancement staff review use of restraints to identify remediation efforts or any 
preventive measures to reduce or eliminate restraint use. 
 
REQUIRED DOCUMENTATION OF USE OF RESTRAINTS 
DDA providers must document all use of restraints and restrictive techniques in the participant's record, 
including the specific technique, reasons for use, and length of time used.  Antecedent, behavior, 
consequence data are reviewed as part of monitoring of the BP. 
In addition, PORII requires that a provider report any unauthorized use of restraints. 
 
EDUCATION AND TRAINING REQUIREMENTS 
In addition to training specific to a participant’s BP, DDA’s regulations require that all individuals providing 
behavioral supports and implementing a BP must receive training on the principles of behavioral change and 
on appropriate methods of preventing or managing challenging behaviors.  In addition, family members will 
receive the necessary support and training to implement these positive behavior interventions as well.

a. The OHCQ conducts regulatory site visits of DDA providers to ensure that providers are providing 
services in accordance with applicable regulations, the PCP, and BP. 
b. DDA staff conduct on-site interviews with participants and the DDA provider’s staff during visits and 
ascertain that services, including Behavioral Support Services, are delivered in accordance with plans and 
that the participant is satisfied with services being received. 
2. The OHCQ, DDA, and OLTSS conduct unannounced visits and observations of DDA providers, including 
interviewing participants, to gauge quality of services, identify needs and concerns, and follow up on any 
areas of concern.

DATA USE STRATEGIES 
1. DDA and OHCQ meet on a quarterly basis to review data analysis and trends and discuss participant 
specific and systemic issues identified during their respective investigations and reviews of survey reports. 
2. Data collected as part OHCQ’s and DDA’s monitoring activities of Behavioral Support Services is 
analyzed and provided to the Statewide Behavioral Supports Committee (SBSC). The SBSC’s mission is to 
promote and monitor the safe, effective, and appropriate use of behavior change techniques and provide 
recommendations to the DDA.  DDA uses recommendations from the SBSC to make systemic improvements 
in the provision of Behavioral Support Services for participants receiving waiver services. 
3. DDA will also share data and trends with the DDA Quality Advisory Council for input on system 
improvement strategies. 
 
METHOD FOR OVERSEEING THE OPERATION OF THE INCIDENT MANGEMENT SYSTEM AND 
FREQUENCY 
The DDA uses quarterly and annual quality reports, based on performance measure data and system 
outcomes, to oversee and continuously assess the effectiveness of the incident management system.

The OHCQ is involved in monitoring the community providers to ensure that medications are managed properly 
for participants. The OHCQ conducts regulatory site visits to licensed community providers to assure that 
providers are providing services in accordance with State regulations. 
 
OHCQ staff review of participant’s medical charts, medication administration records, physician orders, nursing 
assessments and services, and staff medication administration training are part of licensing surveys. 
 
The DDA’s staff survey provider practices and provide technical assistance to develop and maintain effective 
systems (e.g. medication management) for serving individuals. As part of site visits, DDA staff review 
participant’s records, including health records. 
 
Upon OHCQ or DDA’s staff discovery of medication administration issues, the provider must develop a 
corrective action plan, which is monitored by the DDA staff. 
 
Additionally, the reporting of medication errors is covered by the DDA’s Policy on Reportable Incidents and 
Investigations (PORII).

Both OHCQ and DDA conduct site visits of DDA providers 
to ensure their compliance with the medication administration regulations and conduct reviews of medication 
administration records. OHCQ, which investigates critical incidents including medication errors, provides 
investigative reports directly to DDA.  In addition, applicable reports from DDA, OHCQ and OLTSS are 
reviewed during the quarterly quality meetings. Trends and untoward events indicated in incident report review 
are discussed during quarterly meetings between DDA Regional Nurses and the provider community nurses.

Under §1915(c) of the Social Security Act and 42 CFR §441.302, the approval of an HCBS waiver requires that CMS determine 
that the state has made satisfactory assurances concerning the protection of participant health and welfare, financial accountability 
and other elements of waiver operations.

In accordance with the Maryland Annotated Code Health-General Article Title 7 and applicable Maryland regulations, 
DDA providers are required to submit on an annual basis: (1) a cost report documenting the provider’s actual expenditures 
for the fiscal year being reported; (2) audited financial statements supporting the cost report; (3) a worksheet reconciling 
the cost report to the financial statement; and (4) a certification by an independent certified public accountant, who is not 
an employee of the licensed provider or any affiliated organization, that he or she prepared the cost report and financial 
statement. 
 
(b)and (c)The State’s  audit strategies performed by various State agencies 
 
1.  Single State Audit 
There is an annual independent audit of Maryland's Medical Assistance Program (“Medicaid”) that includes Medicaid’s 
home and community-based waiver programs. The annual audit is conducted by an independent contractor in accordance 
with Circular A-133. A major focus of this audit is the integrity of providers’ claims for payment for services. The contract 
for this audit is bid out every five years by Maryland's Comptroller’s Office. 
 
2. Office of Legislative Audits 
The Maryland Office of Legislative Audits (OLA) conducts fiscal compliance audits every three years. The objectives of 
these audits is to examine financial transactions, records, and internal controls, and to evaluate the state agency’s 
compliance with applicable State laws, rules, and regulations. 
 
 
3. Office of the Inspector General 
The Maryland Department of Health’s Office of the Inspector General conducts audits of DDA contractual and Waiver 
services.  The objectives of these audits are: 
a. Determine the amount of program revenue received and allowable expenditures incurred by the program for the DDA 
contracts; 
b. Determine any amount due to the State or to the provider resulting from the operation of the program during the audit 
period: 
c. Determine to the extent possible that financial matters were conducted in accordance with the Department of Health’s 
Human Services Agreement Manual (HSAM); and, 
d. Provider recommendations for improving internal controls, ensuring fiscal compliance, or increased efficiency. 
The OIG conducts the audits every 3 years.  If there have been issues in the past, the OIG may audit more frequently. 
 
4. Utilization Review 
 
The DDA is hiring a Contractor to conduct post-payment utilization reviews of claims to ensure the integrity of payments 
made for Waiver program services. These utilization reviews are to verify that the hours of service and the actual service 
for which the DDA has contracted and/or paid for were actually provided to the participant.  The reviews will consist of 
reviewing provider furnished documentation to justify that the service was rendered and that the provider’s support hours 
were utilized as described in the participant’s Person-Centered Plan (PCP), and Service Funding Plan (SFP) or Detailed 
Service Authorization (DSA) in LTSSMaryland. This review will apply to both traditional (agency-directed) and self-
directed services delivery models. 
 
The scope of the post-payment utilization review is limited to a statistically valid sample of participants and claims by 
service on a quarterly basis with a 95% +/-5% confidence interval.  The number of providers audited will be based on the 
sample of participants selected for review. The review period will be one year of services. 
 
The Contractor will conduct a remote audit of the provider or FMS, requesting and reviewing information, including: staff 
notes and logs for the consumer(s) identified in the remote audit; the provider’s staffing plan, timesheets, payroll records 
and receipts; and any other documentation required by MDH. The Contractor will prepare a preliminary audit report for 
the provider, verifying if less than 100% of billed services were provided, verifying staffing plans and qualifications of staff, 
and assessing the alignment of service provision with the PCP. 
 
Based on the results of the remote audit, a targeted audit might be required to look for systemic claims issues for the 
provider. The Contractor shall conduct the targeted audit based on the presence of the following criteria: 
 
a) Less services provided than billed; 
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b) Less or more services provided than authorized in PCP (+/- >14%); 
c) Services provided did not match the definition of services billed or comply with applicable service requirements; 
d) Staff qualifications could not be confirmed in the remote audit or the individual providing service was not appropriately 
qualified; and 
e) Payments that cannot be substantiated by appropriate service record documentation 
 
No criterion is weighted more than any other.  The Contractor will submit a report of the overall findings of the audit for 
each provider to the DDA Contract Monitor no later than fifteen (15) working days from the date of the conclusion of the 
audit.  Based on the findings, the DDA will prioritize targeted audits based on the prevalence of audit issues. 
 
For the targeted audit, the Contractor will be required to conduct an in-person review and interviews to determine if 
service hours and supports match the level and quality identified in the participant’s PCP. The scope of the review should 
be expanded as necessary to determine if systemic issues are present.  Interviews will be conducted for the participant 
receiving services, and/or the participant’s family or legal guardian and Coordinator of Community Services, as 
appropriate. The DDA may instruct the Contractor to expand the scope of their review based on system issues, such as 
abuse and rights issues present in their reporting findings. 
 
The major difference between the remote audits and the targeted audits is that the targeted audits require the Contractor to 
conduct an in-person review and interviews to determine if the service hours and supports match the level and quantity 
identified in the participant’s Person-Centered Plan.  The interview will include the participant receiving services, their 
family or legal guardian, and Coordinator of Community Services, as appropriate. 
 
The Contractor shall prepare a summary of the audit findings and will hold an exit interview in-person with the provider to 
verbally share a synopsis of their findings. This will be followed up by a formal letter of findings and allowing for the 
provider to provide input. 
 
The Contractor will submit a report of the overall findings of the audit for each provider to the DDA Contract Monitor no 
later than fifteen (15) working days from the date of the conclusion of the audit. An audit report is considered “discrepant” 
if less than 100% of billed services have been provided. Audit reports must include information regarding any fiscal 
deficiencies between the services awarded and billed, and to services provided to the person. If the audit report identifies 
that less than 86% of required services were provided, the Regional Office must also review the findings. All reviewed 
documentation must be maintained and made available to the DDA. 
 
The DDA Provider Relations staff in the regional offices handle follow-up of corrective action plans, if any is required.  The 
DDA Fiscal Unit will pursue any financial recovery owed to the State. If necessary, DDA may also refer the matter to 
MDH’s Office of Inspector General.

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The rate methodologies for Community Pathways Waiver Fee Payment System (FPS) services will vary in the Waiver 
Years (WYs) as DDA transitions from a prospective payment system to a fee-for-service reimbursement model. 
Simultaneously DDA will also transition from the current standalone platform, PCIS2, to the Medicaid Long Term 
Services and Supports system, or LTSSMaryland. New rates from the rate study completed November 2017 will be used 
for non-FPS services but will not be used for FPS services until DDA transitions both the payment model and the IT 
system. 
 
In WY2, DDA implemented  a pilot program to submit claims with LTSSMaryland for a small group of individuals using 
the new rates. This will ensure that any issues that arise during the pilot can be identified and corrected so that the 
system is ready for full implementation. 
 
Until the billing for services transitions to LTSSMaryland, FPS services, or those services whose claims are submitted 
using PCIS2, will continue to use rates based on the current rate methodology. The new rates for these services will not 
be adopted until DDA transitions to submitting claims using LTSSMaryland.  Current rates will continue to be used for: 
Community Development Services (formerly Community Learning Services), Community Living Group Home Services 
(formerly Residential Habilitation), Day Habilitation, Employment Discovery & Customization, Personal Supports, 
Career Explorations, Supported Living, and Supported Employment. Employment Discovery & Customization and 
Supported Employment services will end when billing for Meaningful Day services transitions into LTSSMaryland.

In accordance with Maryland law (Chapter 648 of the Acts of 2014), and to meet requirements of §1902(a)(30)(A) of the 
Social Security Act, the DDA procured a contractor, Johnston, Villegas-Grubbs & Associates (JVGA), to conduct an 
independent cost-driven rate setting study. JVGA developed the Brick Method ™, which is a structure used to develop 
standard fees for disability services that utilizes cost categories and studies their relationship to direct service support 
costs, or  the wages of people performing the service. The foundation of the Brick is the direct support professional wage 
derived from the May 2015 State Occupational Employment and Wage Estimate Bureau of Labor Statistics (BLS) data. 
 
Included in the rates are four standard cost components that are assumed to be common to all social and medical 
services. They are Employment Related Expenses (ERE), Program Support (PS), Facility Costs (Day Habilitation only) 
and General and Administrative costs included in all services except Market Rate services. In Maryland, Training and 
Transportation components were also studied and used to develop the rates. JVGA surveyed and analyzed the general 
ledgers of approximately 70 DDA providers to standardize the cost component and rates. The Rate Study Report was 
released on November 3, 2017 and is published on DDA’s website at 
https://dda.health.maryland.gov/Pages/Rate_Study_Report.aspx. Also, four town halls were held to solicit public 
comment on the report.  Subsequently, DDA hired a vendor, Optumas, to verify and validate data from the JVGA rate 
study and adjust rates for new services.  Any rates that were updated were based on their review of the data, input from 
providers and public comment and will be implemented in LTSSMaryland. Based on analysis of General Ledgers 
submitted by Maryland providers by Optumas, the cost component ERE was reduced by 2.2%, Program Support was 
reduced by 5.8% for Community Living-Group Homes, Community Living-Enhanced Supports, and Supported Living, 
and increased by 7.1% for Day Habilitation. The Facility cost component is only applicable to Day Habilitation and the 
data from the General Ledgers provided by the Maryland providers was used to develop the rate. A detailed rate file is 
available upon request. 
 
A geographical differentiated rate was proposed and adopted for rates in LTSSMaryland  as a result of the DDA rate 
study conducted by JVGA. While the initial report released November 2017 did not recommend a differential, it was later 
concluded after further analysis that a differential was warranted to account for cost pressures and economic factors 
impacting certain areas within the State of Maryland. 
 
JVGA recommended, and the DDA concurred, using the Bureau of Labor Statistics’ wages for the Washington, D.C. 
metro Metropolitan Statistical Area to establish a geographic differential rate for Waiver program services as the rates 
are based on independent wage data. 
 
Payment of the Geographic Differential will be based on the person’s residence in Frederick, Montgomery, Prince 
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George’s, Calvert, or Charles Counties and is applicable to all Waiver service rates in LTSSMaryland, except Market 
Rate services, Medical Day Care, Family Peer and Mentoring Supports, and Shared Living. 
 
Beginning in WY2 on December 1, 2019, a representative group of participants were transitioned to the new Employment 
Services, Day Habilitation Service grouping (i.e. small and large groups), Community Living Group Home, and Support 
Services outlined within the new PCP Detailed Service Authorization in LTSSMaryland to ensure fiscal payment 
strategies used within LTSSMaryland are functional. This transition plan will support live testing of the new detailed 
service authorization and fee-for-service billing functionality in LTSSMaryland and the Medicaid Management 
Information System (MMIS) prior to implementing these changes.  This testing is being done to reduce the risk of 
payment issues for all participants and providers. 
The group of participants who will test the system will be from different regions and supported by various providers to 
support the transition to new services and the new fee-for-services payments.  The initial group size will be small to 
ensure that there are adequate resources to quickly resolve issues, if they arise. 
 
The Community Pathways Waiver includes:  fee schedule services, market rate services, and tiered rate services.  The 
methods to establish these rates are explained below: 
 
Fee schedule Service Rates (WYs 1-5) 
 
Behavioral Support Services (BSS) - The rates for Behavioral Assessment, Plan and Consulting are based on the BLS 
hourly wage job code 19-3039 and the rate for Brief Support Implementation Services is based on the BLS hourly wage 
job code 19-3031. BSS Assessment, Plan, and Consultation service rates include Employment Related Expenses (ERE), 
Program Support, and G&A.  The productivity assumption is 12 hours for the Assessment and the Plan. Brief Support 
Implementation includes ERE, Program Support, Training, and General & Administrative (G&A).  When BSS services 
billing transitions into LTSSMaryland, updated rates developed from public comment and validation of data in the rate 
study will be implemented. The BLS wage job code and the cost components will remain the same. 
 
Environmental Assessment -The rate is based on the BLS hourly wage job code 29-1122 with a productivity assumption 
of 6 hours and includes cost components ERE  and  G&A. 
 
Family and Peer Mentoring - This new service is based on a similar service provided in Arizona’s Raising Special Kids 
program and applying Maryland cost values.  To calculate the rate for Family and Peer Mentoring, JVGA recommended 
a wage level based on BLS job descriptions and wage levels for Maryland and used the program support percentage 
calculated for Targeted Case Management.  Since this is a new service without any history, JVGA based the percentage 
of employment related expenses and general and administrative costs on the Arizona Raising Special Kids services. 
 
Housing Support Services - The hourly rate, converted to a 15-minute unit in WY3, is based on the hourly wage BLS job 
code 19-4099 and includes cost components ERE, Program Support, Training, and G&A. 
 
Medical Day Care – The rate is established by the Medicaid program. 
 
Nursing Services – The  rates are based on hourly BLS wage data job code 29-1141 and include  ERE, Program Support, 
Training, and a  G & A.  Nursing services will be billed in 15-minute increments and Nursing Consultation and Nursing 
Health Case Management will be included under Nursing Support Services beginning in WY3. When Nursing services 
billing transitions into LTSSMaryland, updated rates developed from public comment and validation of data in the rate 
study will be implemented. The cost components will include only ERE, Program Support, Training, and G&A. 
 
Respite Care Services (Respite, Hourly and Daily) - The hourly rate, converted to a 15-minute unit in WY3 and called 
Respite, is based on the BLS wage job code 39-9021 and includes ERE, Program Support, Training, and G&A The daily 
rate is based on the hourly rate with an assumption of 16 hours of services. 
 
Beginning in WY3, all hourly services will be changed to services with 15-minute units and the hourly rates will be 
converted to 15-minute rates by dividing hourly rates by four. 
 
Fee Schedule Service Rates (applicable in LTSSMaryland) 
 
Employment Services (Follow-Along Supports, On-going Job Supports and Co-Worker Employment Supports for WYs 1-
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3) – The rates are based on BLS hourly wage job code 21-1093 and include ERE, Program Support, Training, and G&A. 
On-going Job Supports rate includes a Transportation cost component. 
 
Employment Services (Discovery, Job Development and Self-Employment Services) - The rates are based on hourly BLS 
wage job code 21-1012.  Job Development includes cost components ERE, Program Support, Training, Transportation, 
G&A and a service adjustment to offset general job development activities. Job development, originally billed hourly, 
will be billed as a 15-minute unit. 
 
Self-employment includes ERE, Program Support, Training, and G & A.  The self-employment plan assumes 8 hours of 
service. 
 
Discovery includes ERE, Program Support, Training, Transportation, and G & A.  It is a service that assumes 10, 20, 
and 30 hours to complete each of the three milestones levels one to three. Each discovery milestone must be completed as 
per DDA regulations and policy with evidence of completion of the required activities before DDA or the FMS approve 
them for payment. 
 
Personal Supports- The rate, developed using the BRICK method is based on hourly BLS wage job code 39-9021 and 
includes  ERE, Program Support, Training, Transportation, and G&A with a service adjustment for no shows and will be 
billed in 15-minute increments. 
 
Personal Supports Enhanced Supports- The hourly rate was developed using the Brick method, is based on BLS wage 
data job code 21-1093 and includes the cost components ERE , Program Support, Training, Transportation, and G&A 
with a service adjustment for no shows and will be billed in 15-minute increments.

Claims that are rejected by MMIS due to system edits are reviewed by the DDA federal billing 
unit. Based on this review, if the services were actually rendered in accordance with the PCP and SFP, the claim will be 
paid either with State funds only (if not a waiver-covered service), or, the claim is corrected and resubmitted (if a waiver-
covered service). If the services were not actually rendered, then the claim is denied. 
 
Until the billing for these services transitions to LTSSMarland, Assistive Technology and Services, Behavioral Support 
Services, Environmental Assessments, Environmental Modifications, Medical Day Care, Family Caregiver Training and 
Empowerment Services, Family and Peer Mentoring Supports, Housing Support Services, Live-In Caregiver Supports, 
Nursing Services, Participant Education, Training and Advocacy Supports, Remote Support Services, Respite Care

The PCPs will 
be loaded into the LTSSMaryland system and will be the basis of provider billings. The LTSSMaryland system will 
interface with MMIS to adjudicate claims and pay providers for rendered services. Edits and limits will be placed in 
LTSSMaryland and in MMIS to prevent overbilling and billing for services that are not authorized or in an individual’s 
PCP and Detailed Service Authorization.

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The total number of slots were reduced in Yrs. 3, 4, and 5 to reflect the increase in the number of Transitioning 
Youth enrolling in the Community Support Waiver instead of the Community Pathways Waiver. 
 
The estimated users for Waiver Year (WY) 1 for all services except: Behavioral Support Services, Environmental 
Assessments, Housing Support Services, Individual and Family Directed Goods and Services, Nursing Services, 
Remote Support Services, and Career Exploration Services are based on FY16 actual service users and applying 
the average annual growth rate for those services from the Community Pathways waiver CMS (S) 372 reports 
FY13-16 for WYs 2-5. In WY 3, Transition service estimated users were updated based on FY20 service utilization 
in PCIS2 and are estimated to increase by the 2% average annual growth rate of Unduplicated Recipients from 
the Community Pathways waiver CMS 372 (S) FY13-16 in Waiver Years 4-5. 
 
In WY2, the estimated users for Community Living Group Home, Personal Supports, Support Broker Service and 
Supported Employment were revised based on FY17 372 report actual service users and applying the average 
growth for those services for WYs 3-5. Personal Supports estimated users were updated in WY3-5 to account for 
individual’s transitioning into Supported Living. 
 
Beginning in WY2 on December 1, 2019, a representative group of participants, or the LTSSMaryland transition 
group, were      transitioned to the new Employment Services, Day Habilitation Service grouping (i.e., small and 
large groups), Community Living Group Home, and Support Services outlined within the new PCP detail service 
authorization.  This was      done to ensure fiscal payment strategies used within LTSSMaryland are functional. 
This transition plan will support live testing of the new detailed service authorization and fee-for-service billing 
functionality in LTSSMaryland and the Medicaid Management Information System (MMIS) prior to implementing 
these changes.  This testing is being done to reduce the risk of payment issues for all participants and providers. 
 
The group of participants who will test the system are from different regions and supported by various providers 
to support the transition to new services and the new fee-for-services payments.  The initial group size is small to 
ensure that there are adequate resources to quickly resolve issues, if they arise. To that end, estimated users for 
the new and redefined services are based on the current services of the transition group with the current service 
user estimates being adjusted to exclude the transition group. 
 
Behavioral Support Services estimated users for Waiver Years 1-5 are based on: Behavioral Consultation 
assumed for the 2,250 behavioral plans throughout the state, Behavioral Assessments based upon 15% of 
Transitioning Youth (TYs) and 2% of current behaviors, Behavior Plans based on 50% of behavioral assessments, 
and Brief Supports Implementation Services based upon 75% of behavior plans. In WYs 3-5, estimated users for 
Behavioral Assessments and Behavioral Plan were updated based on FY20 service utilization data in PCIS2. 
 
Environmental Assessments estimated users for Waiver Years 1-5 are based on 50% of Environmental 
Modifications as there is a lack of historical data to use as a basis. 
 
Based on the total number of Waiver users estimated in Appendix B-3 for Waiver Year 1, Participant Education, 
Training and Advocacy Supports users have been estimated at approximately 10% and Family and Peer 
Mentoring Supports users have been estimated at approximately 2%. Family Caregiver Training and 
Empowerment Services users have been estimated at approximately 5% of unpaid family caregivers with an 
estimated 2% increase in users in WY2. Housing Support Services estimated users for Waiver Year 1 are based on 
FY18 people on the housing registry, about 100 Residential Habilitation participants, and about 10% of TYs with 
an estimate 2% increase in users in WY2. 
 
In WYs 3-5, Family and Peer Mentoring Supports, Family Caregiver Training and Empowerment Services, 
Housing Support Services, and Participant Education, Training, and Advocacy Supports estimated users were 
updated to 1% of the estimated unduplicated users from Appendix B-3 based on FY20 service utilization data in 
PCIS2. 
 
 
Individual and Family Directed Goods and Services estimated users for Waiver Years 1-5 are based on 1.3% of 
self-directing participants from the FY16 Community Pathways Waiver CMS 372 with a 15% average annual 
growth rate applied annually to the SDS population.  Staff Recruitment and Advertising estimated users are based 
on 100% new estimated self-directing participants from FY13-17 Waiver Slot analysis that represents a 15% 
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average annual growth rate. 
 
Nursing Services estimated users for Waiver Year 1 are based on data from the Health Risk Screening Tool 
(HRST) and FY18 users of Personal Supports, Day Habilitation, and Residential Habilitation from DDAs 
financial management software PCIS2, as well as Self-Directing participants. The HRST was used to make these 
assumptions as each individual is screened and assigned a Health Care Level (HCL) ranging from 1 to 6. 
Individuals with HCLs 3-6 are considered to be at moderate to highest risk. Nursing Consultation users are 
estimated at about 66% of Personal Supports participants and about 50% of Self-Directing participants with an 
HCL of 1-2. Nursing Health Case Management estimated users are based on Day Habilitation participants 
without Residential Habilitation based on the assumption that all individuals living in their homes and not 
receiving delegation would be eligible for the service. Nursing Case Management and Delegation estimated users 
are based on participants receiving: Residential Habilitation, Day Habilitation with Residential Habilitation, and 
Personal Supports (33%) and Self-Directed services (42%) with an HCL of 3-6.  In WY2, the estimated users were 
increased by the 2% average annual growth of Unduplicated Recipients from the Community Pathways Waiver 
372 (S) FY13-16. Beginning in WY 3, all Nursing services will be billed under Nursing Support Services and 
estimated users were updated using FY20 service utilization data from PCIS2 and increased in WY2s 4-5 by the 
2% average annual growth of Unduplicated Recipients from the Community Pathways Waiver 372 (S) FY13-16. 
 
In WY1, Remote Support Services estimated users are approximately 2% of Residential Habilitation and In-home 
supports participants and are estimated to increase in WYs 2-5 by the 2% average growth of Unduplicated 
Recipients from the Community Pathways Waiver 372 (S) FY13-16. 
 
Supported Living estimated users for Waiver Years 2-3 are based on the percentage of Personal Supports and 
Self-Directing participants in FY18 with budgets over $150,000. With the transition to billing for Personal 
Supports in LTSS in WY3, estimated users of Supported Living were updated based on FY20 service utilization 
data from PCIS2 of individuals receiving over 82 hours of Personal Supports per week and estimated to increase 
by 2% in WYs 4-5. 
 
Career Exploration Services estimated users for Waiver Year 1 are based on 2100 participants with current 
employment and estimated increase by the 2% average growth of Unduplicated Recipients from the Community 
Pathways waiver CMS 372 (S) FY13-16 in WYs 2. In WY3, estimated users of Career Exploration were updated 
based on FY20 service utilization from PCIS2 and then updated in WY4 using WY1 estimates as the transition to 
billing in LTSS is expected. In WY5, estimated users are expected to increase by 2%. 
 
 
When Meaningful Day services transition to LTSSMaryland, Employment Discovery and Customization and 
Supported Employment services will end and be replaced with Employment Services including Discovery, Job 
Development, Follow-Along Supports, On-going Job Supports, Co-Worker Employment Services, and Customized 
Self-Employment Services. The estimated users for each employment service are based on analysis of the current 
employment program and estimated to increase by the 2% average annual growth rate of Unduplicated 
Recipients from the Community Pathways waiver CMS 372 (S) FY13-16 in WY5.  Additionally, Community Living 
Enhanced Supports services will be added when Residential services are fully transitioned into LTSSMaryland. 
Community Living Enhanced Supports services support people with court ordered restrictions and people with 
intense behavioral challenges, so the estimated users for Waiver Years 3-5 are based on court order trends. In 
WYs 3-5, Personal Supports Enhanced Supports users have been estimated at approximately 1% of Personal 
Supports estimated users. 
 
 
In WYs 3-5, estimated users for Dedicated Supports Community Living Enhanced Supports 1:1 are based on 60% 
of Community Living Enhanced Supports estimated users and estimated users for Dedicated Supports Community 
Living Enhanced Supports 2:1 are based on 8% of Community Living Enhanced Supports estimated users. 
 
In WY3, estimated users of Dedicated Supports Community Living Group Home 1:1 is based on approximately 
60% of Community Living Group Home estimated users and estimated users of Dedicated Supports Community 
Living Group Home 2:1 is based on approximately 6% of Community Living Group Home estimated users. 
Estimated users for both services are projected to increase by 2% in WYs 4-5. 
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In WYs 3-5, Day Habilitation services estimated users are based on actual users in FY16 and increased by 5% 
average annual growth rate of Unduplicated Recipients from the Community Pathways Waiver CMS 372 (S) 
FY13-16. In WYs 3-5, the estimated users for Day Habilitation 1:1 is 5% of estimated Day Habilitation users and 
estimated users of Day Habilitation 2:1 is .5% of estimated Day Habilitation users. Users of Day Habilitation 
Small Group are estimated in WY3 at 50% of Day Habilitation estimated users, in WY4 at 75% of Day 
Habilitation estimated users, and in WY5 at 80% of Day Habilitation estimated users. Conversely, Day 
Habilitation Large Group is estimated in WY3 at 50% of Day Habilitation estimated users, in WY4 at 25% of Day 
Habilitation estimated users, and in WY5 at 20% of Day Habilitation estimated users. 
 
For WYs 3-5 estimated users of Dedicated Supports Supported Living 1:1 and Dedicated Supports Supported 
Living 2:1 are based on 10% of estimated Supported Living users. 
 
In WY 3, Shared Living estimated users of the current contract service were updated based on FY20 service 
utilization in PCIS2. When Shared Living billing transitions to LTSS, Shared Living estimated users for each level 
are based on FY18 actual contract amounts and are projected to increase in WYs 4-5 by 2% average annual 
growth rate of Unduplicated Recipients from the Community Pathways waiver CMS 372 (S) FY13-17.

The Average Units per User for Waiver Years 1-5 are based on historic utilization of services in the Community 
Pathways Waiver from CMS 372(S) data FY13-16, FY17 average units per user from PCIS2, FY18 CMS 372(s) 
data, FY20 service utilization in PCIS2, or items, services, or milestones that average one unit per user for all 
services except: Behavioral Consultation and Brief Supports Implementation, Employment Services, Housing 
Support Services, Nursing Services, Family and Peer Mentoring Supports, Support Broker Services and Remote 
Support Services. 
 
In WYs 3, all services with hourly units will be converted to a 15 minute unit mid-year, so average units per user 
were updated for these services to include both hourly and 15 minute units. In WYs 4-5, all average units per user 
were updated from hourly units to 15 minute units. Additionally, average units per user for services anticipated to 
transition from the prospective payment model to the fee-for-service model within the year are divided between 
the two payment models. These services are Community Development services (Transition Group), Day 
Habilitation (Transition Group), Personal Supports, Respite Hourly and Respite (15 minutes), (Transition 
Group), Supported Living, and Career Exploration Small Group (Transition Group). For example, the average 
units per user for Supported Living were split between the two payment models (PCIS and LTSS) for WY3 as the 
transition to billing for the service in LTSS would not begin until the middle of the year. The average units per 
user for Supported Living in WY4 represents a full year of billing in LTSS. 
 
 
 
The Average Units per User for WY1 for Behavioral Consultation are based on an average of 4 hours per 
behavior plan and an average of 4 hours per month for WYs 1-2 for Brief Supports Implementation Services for 
75% of behavior plans. The Average Units per User for WYs 2for Behavioral Consultation are based on historic 
utilization from the FY17 Community Pathways 372 report and for WYs 3-5 average units per user for Behavioral 
Consultation and Brief Support Implementation are based on the FY18 Community Pathways 372 Report. 
 
Housing Support Services is a new service so average units per user for Waiver Years 1-5 are estimated at the 
median of 3 hours per week per user. Family and Peer Mentoring Supports units per user estimates for Waiver 
Years 1-5 are based on best practices and similar services in Arizona’s Raising Special Kids program. In WY 3, 
the average units per user for Housing Support Services and Family and Peer Mentoring Supports transitions 
from an hourly unit to a 15 minute unit, and in WYs 4-5 are estimated in 15 minute increments.   The average 
units per user for Nursing Services for Waiver Years 1-5 are estimated at the median of annual unit limits for 
those services. In WY 3, all Nursing services will begin to be billed under Nursing Support Services so users for 
the service have been estimated for the transition. Remote Support Services average units per user for Waiver 
Years 1-5 are based on half a year of service. 
 
In WY2, for the LTSSMaryland transition group services, average units per user was based on historical 
utilization of the services and prorated for seven months as the services will not begin until December 1, 2019. 
 
In WYs 3-5, Personal Supports Enhanced Supports average units per user are based on average units per user of 
Personal Supports. 
 
In Waiver Years 3-5 and for the LTSSMaryland transition group services in WY2, the estimated units per user for 
Community Development Services, Day Habilitation, and Career Exploration Services have been adjusted to 
reflect the unit change from a Day to an Hour, then to 15 minutes and the removal of the limitation of receiving 
only one Day service per day in WYs 4-5. Day Habilitation hours per user estimates are based on an average of 
six hour a day, and Community Development Services hours per user estimates are based on an average of two 
hours a day. 
 
 
In Waiver Years 3-5, Employment Services- Job Development, Follow-Along Supports, and Co-Worker 
Employment Supports average units per user are based on the median of the allowable unit limits. 
 
In Waiver Years 2-5, Shared Living estimated units per user were updated based on the historic utilization in the 
Community Pathways Waiver from FY17 CMS 372(S) data. Support Broker estimated units per user were based

off of new limitations in the Waiver program application. 
 
In WYs 3-5, estimated units per user for Dedicated Supports Community Living Enhanced Supports 1:1, 
Dedicated Supports Community Living Enhanced Supports 2:1, 
Dedicated Supports Community Living Group Home 1:1 and Dedicated Supports Community Living Group Home 
2:1 are based on FY18 Community Living Group Home Direct Service Hours add on data.  The estimated units 
per user for Dedicated Supports Supported Living 1:1 and Dedicated Supports Supported Living 2:1 are based on 
an average of two hours per day. 
 
The DDA contracted the services of Johnston, Villegas-Grubbs and Associates, LLC (JVGA) to perform a rate 
study, and based on the results, develop rates for existing services and new services for the Community Pathways 
Waiver. To develop the rates, the contractor used the Brick Method™, which is a structure used to develop 
standard fees for disability (and other services) that utilizes cost categories and studies their relationship to direct 
service support costs (the wages of people performing the service). 
 
There are four standard cost components that are assumed to be common to all social and medical services. 
They are: (1) employment related expenses, (2) program support costs, (3) facility cost (day habilitation only) and 
(4) general and administrative costs.   In Maryland, training and transportation components were also studied 
and used to develop the rates.  The foundation of the Brick is the direct support professional wage. See Appendix I 
for detailed rate methodologies for each service and a detailed rate file is available upon request. 
 
The rate study final report, including proposed rates, was completed and released on November 3, 2017 and four 
town halls were held in November to solicit stakeholder input. The proposed rates were used as the basis for the 
average cost per unit in Waiver Year 1 for the new and existing services including: Behavioral Support Services, 
Environmental Assessments, Family and Peer Mentoring Supports, Housing Support Services, Shared Living 
Services, Nursing Services, and hourly and daily Respite Care Services and are estimated to increase by a 2% 
COLA based on historical authorized increases.  The proposed rates were used as the basis for the average cost 
per unit in Waiver Year 2 for Supported Living and are estimated to increase by a 2% COLA based on historical 
authorized increases. 
 
After completion of the rate study, DDA contracted a vendor, Optumas, to verify and validate data from the JVGA 
rate study and adjust rates as needed for new services.  Any rates from the study that were updated, were based 
on their review of the data, input from providers and public comment and will be implemented in LTSSMaryland 
in WY3 (WY2 for Personal Supports) when the  service billing transitions into LTSSMaryland, and DDA 
transitions to a fee for service billing model ( including service authorization and claim submission and 
processing) using the LTSSMaryland financial management system, and phases out the use of PCIS2 for service 
authorization and claims submission. 
 
Additionally, a geographical differentiated rate was proposed and will be adopted for rates in LTSSMaryland as 
a result of the DDA rate study conducted by JVGA. While the initial report released November 2017 did not 
recommend a differential, it was later concluded after further analysis that a differential was warranted to 
account for cost pressures and economic factors impacting certain areas within the State of Maryland. 
JVGA recommended, and the DDA concurred, using the Bureau of Labor Statistics’ wages for the Washington, 
D.C. metro Metropolitan Statistical Area to establish a geographic differential rate for Waiver program services 
as the rates are based on independent wage data. 
 
Payment of the Geographic Differential will be based on the person’s residence in Frederick, Montgomery, 
Prince George’s, Calvert, or Charles Counties and is applicable to all Waiver service rates in LTSSMaryland, 
except Market Rate services, Medical Day Care,  Shared Living and Family Peer and Mentoring Supports. In 
WY3, the average cost per unit for fee schedule services is an average of the standard rate and the geographical 
differential rate and are estimated to increase by a 2% COLA in WYs 4-5 based on historical authorized 
increases. 
 
Therefore, in Waiver Years 1-2, excluding the  LTSSMaryland transition group services in WY2, the average costs 
per unit for the following services are based on average costs from PCIS: Community Development Services, 
Community Living Group Home Services, Day Habilitation, Employment Discovery and Customization, Personal 
Supports, Supported Employment, and Career Exploration Services (based on the rate for Supported 
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Employment). In Waiver Year 2, the average unit costs for rate-based services are estimated to increase by a 2% 
COLA based on historical authorized increases. In WY3, the average cost per unit for these services was updated 
based on actual COLA increases since previous rate estimates. 
 
The Average Costs per Unit in Waiver Years 1-5 for Assistive Technology and Services, Environmental 
Modifications, Medical Day Care, Respite Services Camp, Support Broker Services (WYs 2-5), Transition 
Services, Transportation, and Vehicle Modifications are based on DDA’s average costs and limits for services 
from the Community Pathways Waiver CMS 372(S) FY13-16. In WYs 3-5, the average costs per unit for Assistive 
Technology and Services and Support Broker were updated based on the FY18 Community Pathways Waiver 372 
report. 
 
Individual and Family Directed Goods and Services average cost per unit for Waiver Years 1-5  is based on 
DDA’s average costs for services from the Community Pathways Waiver CMS 372(S) FY16 as this is the first year 
of data for this service. The average cost per unit for Staff Recruitment and Advertising is estimated as the median 
of the annual upper pay limit established in the rate study. 
 
The average cost per unit for Medical Day Care is established by Medicaid and expected to increase by a 2% 
COLA in Waiver Years 2-5. 
 
The average cost per unit for Family Caregiver Training and Empowerment Services, Live-In Caregiver 
Supports, Participant Education, Training and Advocacy Supports, and Remote Support Services are estimated in 
Waiver Years 1-5 at the median of the upper pay limits established in the rate study.

Factor D’ was calculated for Waiver Years 1-5 using FY16 actual MMIS Medicaid expenditures for Community 
Pathways Waiver participants enrolled in the Waiver at any point in FY2016. This data removes the cost of 
prescribed drugs under the provisions of part D. The 3.3 percent inflation rate applied to Factor D’ is based on 
2013-2016 BLS CPI-U All Urban Consumers for Medical Care for Washington – Baltimore.
