COMAR 21.01.03

01. Exemptions.

A. The following are exempt from applicability of this title:

(4) Contracts or like business agreements between a State agency and:

(a) Another State agency, except as provided under COMAR 21.14.01.02B

(b) An agency or political subdivision of the State or other governments, except as provided under COMAR 21.14.01.02B

COMAR 21.14.01.02B

Contracts with Government Entities.
(1) This section applies to any award, renewal, or extension of a human, social, or educational services contract with a State agency, apolitical subdivision of the State, or other government, that results in a total contract price of more than $25,000.

(2) The procurement agency shall give notice in eMaryland Marketplace of the contract award, extension, or renewal, not more than 30 days after the approval and execution of the contract, extension, or renewal.

.01 Definitions

B. Terms Defined

(35)“Educational services” means services procured by the Maryland Department of Health, Human Resources, Labor, Licensing and Regulation, or Juvenile Services, Disabilities, or Aging in order to provide training directly to third-party clients under a contract the primary purpose of which is the direct provision of educational services.
(47) “Human services” means services procured by the Maryland Department of Health, Human Resources, Labor, Licensing and Regulation, or Juvenile Services, or Aging in order to provide support, care, or shelter directly to third-party clients under a contract the primary purpose of which is the direct provision of these services.
(82) “Social services” means services procured by the Maryland Department of Health, Human Resources, Labor, Licensing and Regulation, or Juvenile Justice Service, Disabilities, or Aging in order to provide support, care, or shelter directly to third-party clients under a contract the primary purpose of which is the direct provision of social services.
(91) “Third-party clients” means persons who are receiving human, social, cultural, or educational services primarily because they are aged, indigent, disadvantaged, unemployed, mentally or physically ill, handicapped, displaced, or minors.
Note: we have reflected the correct names of agencies rather than the out dated names (e.g., Department of Juvenile Justice, Office on Aging) that are currently being updated through the regulatory process. Additionally, the Department of Disabilities is being added to the definition of Human Services during the current regulatory update process. 
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
