e HB 229 - Pesticides - Chlorpyrifos

o Veronika drafted LOS based on previous position submitted by CEHPAC.
Need to correct address line, header on page 2, order of punctuation and
footnote numbers.

O Suggestion to strike quote from LA Times (footnote #2) because it is not
attributed to anyone. Eamon, Cliff, and Megan to substitute paragraph from
last year (3rd paragraph on first page), make corrections, and send to group.
Ruth to assist Veronika in submitting letter. Megan and Cliff to discuss who
should be signatory.

o CEJSCinterested in submitting joint position. CEHPAC to share letter, but it
will be easier to submit separate positions.

e Green Amendment - Establishes a right to a clean and healthy environment
(amendment to Maryland constitution).

o Would give people a standing to bring a case for violations of right to a clean
environment absent damage to persons/property.
