How should rabies PEP biologics be administered?

Not previously RIG (20 1U/kg) Infiltrate wounds with full dose, if possible.
vaccinated Inject remaining volume IM in a site distant
from vaccine.

Vaccine (1 mL) Inject IM, in deltoid, on days 0, 3, 7, and 14*.

* Immunocompromised persons should receive five doses of vaccine (1 dose of vaccine on days 0, 3, 7, 14, and 28).

Previously RIG (20 IU/kg) Do not administer.

Vaccine (1 mL) Inject IM in deltoid on days 0 and 3.

Important Do’s and Don'ts!

DO DON'T

¢/ Infiltrate all wounds with RIG, unless X Give RIG to a previous recipient of PEP or
patient was previously vaccinated. pre-exposure vaccination.

¢/ Inject vaccine in deltoid or thigh X Inject RIG and vaccine at the same site.
(in children). X Give more than the recommended dose

¢/ Give tetanus booster, if appropriate. of RIG.

¢/ Report animal bites to local police, animal | X Inject vaccine in the gluteus.
control or health department. X Give RIG in the same syringe as vaccine.
