Cervical Cancer Minimal Clinical Elements, August 2012
The Medical Advisory Committee for the Maryland Breast and Cervical Cancer Program finalized the 2014 Minimal Clinical Elements (MCEs) for Breast Cancer Detection and Diagnosis. 

In the new MCEs, CBE and Mammography will continue to be provided on an annual basis for program eligible women. 

The changes to the Breast MCEs are: 

· Clarification of mammogram type for women with a history of breast cancer (page 4). 

· Guidelines for reimbursement for immunohistochemistry (IHC) for benign breast biopsy (page 7). 

· Revisions to follow-up options after any CBE result with a mammogram result = BI-RADS 4 and negative biopsy (page 10 & 11). 

· Clarification of reimbursement for surgical consult or follow-up visits (page 7).
