II. Discussion of Senate Bill 817: Multifamily Dwellings - Smoking Policies 

Jessica Rose-Malm presented a brief summary of SB 817, the draft letter of support, and a

review of the Council’s previous discussion regarding the cross-file bill HB 315. Council

members discussed slightly revising the letter to more emphatically recommend extending

the bill to apartments as well as condos.

MDH staff will send an online vote form to

members not in attendance and they will have 24 hours to submit a vote on the letter of

support for SB 817.
