To improve this process, Optum is transitioning from 

RightFax™ to the Provider Claim Review (PCR) tool over the next few months. Until the 

transition from RightFax is complete, claims will be reviewed using data received from 

either fax or the PCR tool. 

The Provider Claim Review tool streamlines the transfer of diagnosis information (captured 

in the member's medical record) by using a corrected pseudo CMS 1500 claim form to 

include unreported diagnosis codes. 

The tool also helps improve the accuracy of health status data so providers can review and 

approve results before they're added to the claim record for risk adjustment, which can 

also lead to better care management.
