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Governor Hogan’s Executive Order of March 16, 2020 Relating to Various Health Care
Matters

This Order provides, among other things, for out-of-state licensees to work in Maryland on
temporary licenses. In accordance with the Governor’s Order, to date, the Board has issued 6
provisional licenses to out-of-state LNHA's.

COVID-19 Updates

Ms. Washington reported the following:

a. Impact on AIT Site Visits — AIT site monitoring visits have been suspended, and there
were several that had to be cancelled in the month of March. Board Chair Anthony asked
Ms. Washington if video site visits had been considered as an alternative. Ms.
Washington noted that this is something that the Credentials Committee will discuss.

b. Governor’s Executive Order: Update on out-of-state provisional licenses — The Board
received a list of all provisional licensees, including the 6 that are out-of-state LNHAs.
MDH COVID Response Team — Secretary Neall has set up several response teams. One
of our licensees, Eric Shope, is participating on the Bridge Team as an LNHA consultant.
