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Deputy Secretary’s Update
• Governor Larry Hogan Wednesday announced that Maryland’s COVID-

19 case rate has dropped below 1 per 100K, putting the state in the 
federal ‘green zone’ category for cases

• Maryland is one of only three states nationwide reporting case rates 
under 1 per 100K—the other two are Vermont and South Dakota

• Continues provision to authorize local health officers to order 

quarantine and isolation of certain individuals
• Extends certain patient transfer items

• The Developmental Disabilities Administration (DDA) is in its 7th year 

collecting and analyzing data via the Maryland’s Employment Outcome 
Information System Employment data at https://www.statedata.info/mdda/

• All Meaningful Day service provider organizations are required to collect and 
provide information twice annually (typically in the months of May and 
October) for the period of two concurrent weeks 

• All documentation for the October data collection period should be submitted 
no later than Friday, July 2nd, 2021, directly into the data collection site
