CDB Reports to Run for Quality Assurance (CDB Guidance #70)

We have updated the list of quality assurance (QA) reports that you can run in the Client Database (CDB) to assist in maintaining accurate data and monitoring case management services appropriately (see Attachment 1).  This guidance replaces HO Memo #12-27, and includes the new QA reports addressed in HO Memo #14-08.  Each CPEST local program is required to run the QA reports and resolve identified issues (at least) quarterly each fiscal year, and incorporate this process into local policies and procedures in annual CPEST grant applications.  The reports should be run to coincide with the quarterly benchmark schedule as follows:


On or before:
September 30, December 31, March 31, June 30 (of each year)
