Enclosed please find information, tools, and templates for May 2014 Melanoma and Skin Cancer Detection and Prevention Month.  You may personalize these templates by incorporating the appropriate information about your program.  As referenced in the Social Media tools provided in Attachment 5, Monday, May 5, 2014 is Melanoma Monday® and Friday, May 23, 2014, is Don’t Fry Day™! for Melanoma and Skin Cancer Detection and Prevention Month.   

The attached materials have two different levels of SPF recommended:  Currently, both American Academy of Dermatology (AAD) (the sponsor of Melanoma Monday®), and the National Council on Skin Cancer Prevention (NCSCP) (the sponsor of Don’t Fry Day™), are recommending the use of sunscreen SPF 30 or greater.   The “Behavioral Counseling to Prevent Skin Cancer Clinical Summary” of U.S. Preventive Services Task Force (USPSTF) continues to recommend using sunscreen of at least SPF 15, as we continue to use throughout the other attached documents.
